Description/Analysis

Issue Detail: At the February 6, 2025, meeting of the Parks and Community Enrichment Commission
(“Commission”), the Commission Chair Jeanine Gaines created the Annual Report/Work Plan Ad Hoc
Committee (“Committee”). The Committee worked with staff to provide input and draft the
Commission’s 2025 Annual Report and 2026 Work Plan. At the November 6, 2025, meeting, the
Commission approved the 2025 Annual Report and 2026 Work Plan and forwarded it to the
Personnel and Public Employees Committee. As the Committee’s work has concluded, it is
appropriate to dissolve.
