Dear Jay and Norm:

On August 8th, 1997 I observed the roof structure of the residence
at the above mentioned address. The roof was made up 2x6 Douglas
fir No. 2 rafters with a max span of 18' in the garage and 11' in
the house. The garage door header was a 4x12 and spanned 15'-3".
There was a breeze way and rear addition off of the breeze way that
had a rafter span of 9'-7".

The following modification needs to be made prior to reroofing:

* 1In the garage the following rafters need to be doubled: In
the Southeast hip the king rafter should be doubled with a
2x10 Douglas fir No. 2 or better; The 1st hip jack rafter
down from the king rafter should be doubled with a 2x8 Douglas
fir No. 2 or better; The 2nd hip jack rafter down from the
king rafter should be doubled with a 2x6 Douglas fir No. 2 or
better. Attach all reinforcing rafters to the existing
rafters with 164 common nails @ 16" o.c..

* In the main house over the kitchen and family room the
existing purlin is not adequate to support the new roof loads.
In this area install a new purlin made up of 2-3/4"x14"
Microlams laminated together with 2-rows of 164 common nails
@ 12" o.c. from the fire wall between the kitchen and the
garage to the family room wall. The new purlin should be
installed just down slope from the existing purlin. The
purlin should be supported off of each end wall with a 4x4
brace (see attached sketch for detail).

* The main ridge should be braced on either side of the
chimney with doubled 2x4 braces off of the central load
bearing wall. If the braces can not be installed directly
under the ridge board they should be notched to provide direct
bearing.

* Along the main wing of the house and the breeze way the
rafters should be tied across the ridge with Simpson MSTA18
steel strap ties with 5-104 common nails into each rafter.
Ties may be installed over existing sheathing.




* The ridge over the breeze way should be braced with doubled
2x4 ridge braces off of the bearing walls at each end of the
breeze way The braces should slope in toward the middle of
the breeze way at 45 degrees.

It is my finding that with the above mentioned modification this
structure is adequate for the proposed reroof system which is
comprised of: 1/2" plywood installed over the existing skip
sheathing; 30 lb. tarred felt underlayment; Light weight concrete
tile weighing 7.3 lbs./sq.ft..

NOTE: It is possible when reroofing that the increased load to
structural eclements also supporting wall, ceiling and floor
finishes could cause some minor cosmetic cracking of these
finishes. This is not untypical of a wood framed house and does
not necessarily constitute structural inadequacy of these members.

This report deals with the structural adequacy of roof supporting
members that were readily observable. It does not address any
structure that was covered by wall finishes, buried in the ground
or was otherwise not directly observable. These structures were
assumed to be of standard construction as called for in the Uniform
Building Code. Also, it does not address any existing deflection
or warping of roof members. The repair of such deflections to
improve architectural appearance, is at the option of the home
owner and the roofing contractor.
