The April 6, 1983 meeting of the Sacramento Metropolitan Arts Commission 
• Was called to Order at 4A5 p.m.. The minutes of the March 1, 1983 
'-meeting were approved. 

CHAIR REPORT  

Chair Rible welcomed the audience to the Commission meeting and announced 
that the Commission's role in the Cultural and Civic Awards is to review 
the panel's funding recommendations and then make recommendations to the 
County Board of Supervisors. 

COMMITTEE REPORTS 

Cultural/Civic Awards  (Romo) 

The review panel met March 23rd to hear presentations and March. 25th to 
allocate funds. Commissioner•Romo stated the ranking system utilized was 
similar to the ranking system used by the California Arts Council*(assign-
ing numbers from 1-4 with 4 designated as highest priority project of 
exceptional merit and considered to be of model cali.bre). . Commissioner 
Romo urged arts groups to become actively involved in th awards process 
and that written comments on their proposals are available.; , 
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Director Moskin announced the ratio betweenjundsJaVailable and funds 
requested has been the same for the past four years (1:4).' 	- 
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Commissioner Springwater welcomed the arts organizations to 'the hea'ring 
and encouraged them to attend future meetings as the Commission wants to 
be more responsive to the needs of the community. 	 0  A

A motion proposed by Commissioner Romo and seconded by Commissioner Neagle 
that the Commission accept the panel's funding recommendations to the 
County Board of Supervisors for. theCounty of Sacramento's Cultural and 
Civic Awards Program was passed unanimously with the exception of Commissioner 
Springwater who abstained from voting. 



APP ($mail) 

Commissioner Smail invited Muriel Johnson to speak on a'bill to be heard 
before the State Senate Finance COmmittee on April 18,':-.1983 at 2:00 p.m. 
.Ms. Johnson gave the Commissioners a.copy of SB-82 which is patterned 
after the City's 2% for Art program. The bill, introduced by Senator 
John Garamendi, will a).mandate art for every new state building con-
structed, and b) incorporate art projects at the plOning stages thus 
reducing Costs. Ms..Johnson.encouraged the Commissioners to support 
the bill by writing to Senator Alfred Alquist, Chair of the Finance 

. Committee, A motion was made by Commissioner Springwater and seconded 
by ComMissioner . Johnson to draft a letter to every 'rember of the Finance 
Committee supporting SB-82. The motion was passed unanimously. 

Light Rail Update  (Springwater) 

Commissioner Springwater and Jennifer Dowley attended the Light Rail 
• groundbreaking ceremony. Commissioner Springwater'will appear before 
the Light Rail Commission in May to explain the art budget for the 
Light Rail System'. It is felt that funding will be approved, 

Approval of County Percent for Art Ordinance  

Commissioner-Smail announced that the Ordinance allows for 1%-of -construction 
costs to be spent for art and that it a) applies only. to buildings and 
b) only to highly-visible-buildings. 

Director Moskin stated that the ordinance allows for 1% because compared 
to the City, the County's construction-is :larger in scope. Work on the. 
ordinance started several years .ago and the Director commended Coordinator 

. Jennifer Dowley for her work in bringing the ordinance to its fruition. 
Brian Richter, County Executive, supports the ordinance. 

A Motion was made by Commissioner Smail and seconded by-Commissioner 
Springwater to submit, to the Board of Supervisors, and recommend approval 
the County Percent' for Art Ordinance. The motion' was passed unanimously. 

Approval of Art Program for Rush River Drive Bridge  

Commissioner Smail announced the Art Program for the_ROsh River Drive 
Bridge has been budgeted for $5,000 and selection will begin.with an 
open competition. Panelists include Bob Brady, Pam Johnson and Carl 
Schubert. 'A motion was made by Commissioner Smail and seconded by 
Commissioner Romo to recommend approval the Art Program for the Rush River 
Drive Bridge, The motion was passed unanimously. '

Planning  (Caplan) 

Commissioner Neagle announced the Planning Committee is'seeking to define 
the goals and directions of the Commission and asked for input from the 

- Commissioners. The next Planning meeting is scheduled for April 13, 1983, 
4:00 p.m. at the Coloma Community Center. 

Artreach  (Tsuruda) 

Commissioner Tsuruda announced that the application deadline for the 
Artist Directory was extended to April 4 because_of incomplete applications. 
Auditions are scheduled for May 7 (visual, theatre) and May 8 (literary, 
music, dance),.at Coloma.Community. Center. Commissioners are encouraged 
to attend.. 

The Directory will cost $3.00 including tax, plus $1.50 for postage. 
Libraries will be asked to have copies available in their reference 
sections. Copies of letters mailed to non-profit organizations in Sacra-
mento County including information on how to use the Directory were 
distributed to the Commissioners. The 82/83 Artist Directory will be 
available at the Business Committee for . the Arts Conference, April 12, 1983. 

Fundraising proposals were submitted to BankAmerica Foundation, Mervyn's, 
1st Nationwide and CAC. Coordinator Laurie Piper will meet with representa-
tives of the Active 20/30 Club. Carl's, Jr. is considering a promotional 
campaign benefitting the Artreach Program. 

DIRECTOR'S REPORT  (Moskin) 

Director Moskin announced that Arts Day, sponsored by the California 
Confederation of the Arts, provided for arts groups throughout the state 
to come to the capital April 5th to lobby support for state arts funding. 
Governor George Deukmejian has recommended a 10% cut in the state arts 
budget.

Director Moskin filed a letter of intent to the National Endowment for the 
Arts to compete in a new test program. A $50,000 block grant will be awarded 
each year for 3 years and a 1:2 match of new public dollars is required. 

NEW BUSINESS  

Friends of theArts Commission  (Susan Willoughby) 

Susan Willoughby announced that Friends of the Arts Commission asked for and 



received from ARCO a corporate gift of $5,000 for the Art-each Program. 
Because ARCO does not give grants to public agencies this gift was possible 
only through Friends, which is a non-profit organization. 

Radio Station KFBK is interested in sponsoring a fundraiser for Friends. 
The station agreed to give Friends access to prime time for an auction 
in late August. KFBK will underwrite a poster to announce the event. 
Friends will solicit gifts-and Commissioners will receive a letter from 
Friends asking them if they know of people who would enjoy being involved 
in the auction. •The Commission thanked Friends for their fundraising 
efforts.
