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THE 2007-2012 CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM (CIP) 
 
The 2007-2012 CIP totals $331.9 million from all funding sources. The General Fund portion of the five-
year program is $22.9 million or 7 percent of the total. The FY2007/08 CIP Budget totals $112.9 million.  
 
The following is a summary of the larger projects included in the FY2007/08 CIP Budget: 
 

• Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) Improvements (CC01, Section D); 

• Citywide Deferred Maintenance for City Facilities (CE21, Section D);  

• Freeport and 21st Conversion ( SL01, Section I);  

• I-5 Freeway Landscaping (WN06, Section J); 

• Neighborhood Street Light Replacement Program (SK01, Section I); 

• North 10th Street (TR26, Section I); 

• Public Right-of-Way Accessibility (RG76, Section I);  

• Redding Avenue Bike Pedestrian (TW81, Section I); 

• Shasta (LV42), Valley Oak (LY53) & Wild Rose Park Development (LY81), (Section G); 

• South Basin Dock Replacement (IA66, Section F);  

• South Sacramento 3 Million Gallon (MG) Reservoir (ZL66, Section J); and 

• West El Camino Avenue Bridge (TZ71, Section I). 

 
Detailed information on the projects listed above can be found on the project detail sheets in the 
appropriate CIP Sections as referenced.  
 
Program Highlights & Issues 
 
The scope of an existing CIP description may include only the preliminary aspects of a project such as 
master planning or environmental review. In such projects, additional funding and a new CIP approved 
by the Mayor and City Council are required to fully develop the project. Other projects may include the 
development of Phase I of a new facility or the entire project. The level of funding and the project scope 
description in the CIP determine the parameters of the project at that point in time. 
 
General Government Projects:   
The 2007-2012 General Government CIP totals $16.4 million. The FY2007/08 CIP budget for General 
Government projects totals $3.2 million.  The General Government section reflects the City’s 
commitment to focus resources toward existing facilities and programs like the Citywide ADA Project 
(CC01) and the Deferred Maintenance Program (CE21) for City facilities.  One of the key initiatives for 
the Deferred Maintenance Program will be to the City’s commitment to “green building” practices, 
including upcoming energy surveys of existing City buildings. 
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The CIP also includes General Funded projects that are supported by user fees. These projects include 
Planning Technology (AA64), City Treasurer Investment Reserve (AB51), and Information Technology 
Improvements (AB66, AB71 and AB76). 
 
Public Safety Projects:   
The 2007-2012 Public Safety CIP totals $11.6 million. The Public Safety section reflects the City’s efforts 
to provide/replace public safety emergency generators throughout the City and to ensure sustainable 
funding for long-term capital equipment necessary for advanced life safety and fire fighting services. The 
FY2007/08 CIP budget for these projects is $2.3 million.  
 
Parks and Recreation Projects:   
Sacramento’s parks and recreation system provides the City with significant personal, social, 
environmental, and economic benefits. All great cities have great parks systems.  Our unique parks and 
recreation programs form the green and social “infrastructure” of a vital, livable City. Our parks, 
bikeways, community centers, swimming pools, sports fields, skate parks, dog parks, rivers and 
waterways, urban forest, and nature areas are public places for people to gather, celebrate, learn, 
connect, grow, relax, and recreate.   
 
The City’s park system is expanding as new parks are master planned and developed primarily in 
northern and southern neighborhoods. Through community involvement during outreach meetings and 
input from the City Council, the Department's Planning & Development Services Division developed or 
oversaw eight park master plans in FY2006/07. These were approved by the City Council, and 21 
construction contracts were awarded. Twelve new neighborhood and community parks were completed: 
eight in North Natomas (Cottonwood Park, Egret Park, Elderberry Park, Linden Park, Quail Park, Harrier 
Park, San Juan Reservoir, and Hummingbird Park), two in South Natomas (South Natomas Community 
Park and Ninos Park), one in Airport Meadowview (Silva Park), and one in the Pocket Area (Jensen 
Park). Staff worked on a total of 76 projects (master plan, development, renovation and acquisition) in 
FY2006/07, completing 24. 
 
Rehabilitating older parks and facilities is also a priority for the Department. A focus of the FY2007/08 
CIP is the addition and renovation of facilities at existing community parks including: McKinley, 
Southside, Robertson, and McClatchy. These projects are almost entirely funded by the Park Impact Fee 
(PIF) collected from infill areas where new homes are developed. These new amenities help meet the 
deficiencies identified in the Parks and Recreation Master Plan and the Parks and Recreation 
Programming Guide.  
 
The 2007-2012 CIP for Parks and Recreation totals $107 million; and includes an $18.3 million budget 
for FY2007/08. This includes $8.1 million in projects funded from PIF and $8.9 million in Quimby Act 
fees.  In addition, capital grants supplement the PIF and Quimby Act fees and are often the primary 
source of funding for Regional Park development. 
 
Transportation Projects:   
The Transportation Department’s mission is to ensure the City’s transportation system supports and 
enriches the quality of life for present and future generations. The department actively works with local, 
state and federal agencies to plan and deliver transportation improvements, which support the City’s 
Strategic Plan Goals to improve and expand public safety, achieve sustainability and enhance livability, 
and expand economic development throughout the City.   
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The 2007-2012 Transportation Capital Improvement Program (CIP) is designed to optimize the use of 
available local funds by leveraging federal funds to achieve the City’s strategic transportation priorities.  
A total of $42.3 million will be programmed to new and ongoing projects and programs.  In FY 2007/08, 
55 transportation projects and programs will receive new or additional funding.   
 
The Transportation CIP is divided into seven major areas: Major Streets (major roadway construction); 
Parking (parking facility maintenance and upgrades); Road Reconstruction and Bridges (rehabilitation, 
maintenance, and replacement); Street Maintenance (overlays and seals); Traffic Operations and Safety 
(new traffic signals and signal modifications, Traffic Operations Center, Neighborhood Traffic 
Management Program, speed humps, pedestrian safety and safety light program); Community 
Enhancements/Economic Development (street light program, streetscaping, and economic 
development); and Public Rights-of-Way Accessibility (ADA compliance). 
 
Approximately 62 percent ($26.1 million) of funding is programmed to maintenance and operations 
projects and programs, 10 percent ($4.4 million) of funding to Major Street construction projects, 14 
percent ($6.0 million) of the funding is programmed to projects and programs related to public rights-of-
way accessibility pursuant to the ADA settlement agreement, and 14 percent ($5.8 million) of funding to 
pedestrian and bicycle projects, community enhancements and economic development.  
 
Utilities Projects:   
The proposed 2007-2012 City Utilities CIP totals $103 million, which includes $22.9 million of the 
estimated $300 million construction costs for the state-mandated residential water meter installation 
program. 
 
Two water projects receiving significant new or additional funding in FY2007/08 include: the Fairbairn 
Water Treatment Plant (FWTP) Mechanical Dewatering (ZL31) and Jibboom Street Riveted Steel 
Transmission Main Replacement from Sacramento River Water Treatment Plant to the intersection of I 
and 5th Streets (ZL46). 
 
Sewer and Combined Sewer System (CSS) projects receiving significant new or additional funding in 
FY2007/08 include:  Fremont Area Sewer Rehab (XN59); 11th Street Sewer Replacement, O/P to Q/R 
(XN50); Condition Assessment of Large Pipe (XJ16); and Combined Wastewater Treatment Plant 
(CWTP) Motor Control Center (MCC) Replacement (XN47). The CSS projects are part of the $132 
million CSS Improvement Project adopted by City Council and approved by the Regional Water Quality 
Control Board. 
 
Solid Waste will be funding the Landfill Site Closure (YA06) project in FY2007/08. 
 
Storm Drainage projects receiving new or additional funding in FY2007/08 include:  FY04-FY08 National 
Pollution Discharge Elimination System Program (WM66); Sumps 157, 101, 19,  and 65  Electrical 
Rehabilitation (WN61, WN96, WP01 and WP06); Sumps 112, 94, and 51 Electrical Rehabilitation - 
Design (WP16, WP21, and WP26); and Variable Frequency Drives (VFD) Replacement (WP11). 
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Convention, Culture and Leisure Projects:   
The Convention, Culture and Leisure (CCL) Department’s mission is to promote our unique culture and 
heritage by delivering accessible arts, leisure and educational experiences to enrich people’s lives and 
enhance the metropolitan area. The department is unique in that it includes: Golf, Historic City Cemetery, 
Old Sacramento, Sacramento Archives, enterprise funds that operate like private businesses 
(Convention Center and Marina), non-profits (Crocker Art Museum, Discovery Museum, Fairytale Town, 
and Sacramento Zoo), City and County funded divisions (Metropolitan Arts Commission), membership 
organizations, and boards and commissions. The CIP reflects the diverse and exciting activities that 
provide numerous educational, cultural, and regional experiences to residents of the City of Sacramento, 
Northern California and beyond. 
 
The FY2007/08 CIP budget for CCL totals $2.7 million.  The budget reflects funding of nine projects at 
the Convention Center ($1.1 million), two projects at the City’s golf courses ($85,000) and two projects at 
the Sacramento Marina ($1.5 million). These amounts include $160,000 in facility improvements to meet 
requirements of the ADA, which is included in the General Government program.  
 
The 2007-2012 CIP for CCL totals $7.125 million and includes 11 projects at the Convention Center 
($4.9 million), two projects for Golf ($425,000) and two projects at the Marina ($1.8 million). This funding 
includes $650,000 for the ADA modifications, which is included in the General Government program.  
 
Sacramento Housing and Redevelopment Agency (SHRA) Projects:   
This is the tenth year for SHRA projects to be included in the City’s CIP.  SHRA’s budget is completed on 
a calendar year basis, so the projects listed in this document were approved in late 2006 for the 2007 
calendar year. As part of an ongoing collaborative effort to use scarce resources more efficiently, SHRA 
capital projects are included in this document so that a full picture of all CIP projects can be presented.  
The SHRA section in this document details all Tax Increment (TI) projects by Redevelopment Area and 
all Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funded projects for FY2007/08.  Due to uncertainties in 
the future funding for both the Community Development Block Grant Program and Tax Increment 
revenues, SHRA is not showing the proposed use of funds for the five year period in this year’s CIP.  
Where the City anticipates managing SHRA funds, the funded projects are also found in that 
department’s program section.   
 
Economic Development Projects:   
In an effort to assist in the development of projects that contribute toward economic development goals 
and objectives, funding from a variety of sources has been identified for capital projects.  Funding 
sources include the City’s General and Utility funds, Downtown Tax Increment (TI), Community 
Development Block Grant (CDBG), and Measure A funds. Projects identified are matched with the 
appropriate fund based on the type of improvements proposed (refer to the Summary of Funding Source 
section for additional information on funding restrictions).   
 
Projects are initiated by the Economic Development Department in coordination with the Utilities and 
Transportation Departments, and Sacramento Housing and Redevelopment Agency (SHRA). Related 
budgets are established in each of the three City departments and in SHRA’s budget.  
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The Economic Development FY2007/08 CIP budget totals $12.8 million. The Department of 
Transportation and the Department of Utilities each program $1 million annually to assist with the City’s 
economic development efforts. Programming of these funds is subject to Mayor and City Council 
approval and is done in close coordination with the Economic Development, Transportation and Utilities 
Departments. 
 
Developer Credit Projects: 
Developer constructed parks and roads are important assets that bring value to the City. The 2007-2012 
CIP includes $16.2 million in various park and road dedications subject to the issuance of developer 
credits (Fund 999). Measuring this activity provides a more accurate picture of true capital activity and 
additions to City assets.  
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The Capital Improvement Program (CIP) is a comprehensive five-year plan for capital project expenditures.  
The program is a guide for identifying current and future fiscal requirements and becomes the basis for 
determining annual capital budget expenditures.  
 
 
WHAT IS A CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT? 
 
Capital Improvements are major projects undertaken by the City that are generally not recurring and are for 
repairs, maintenance, improvement, or acquisition with a total cost of at least $20,000. 
 
 
THE CIP REVIEW PROCESS 
 
Each project proposal is scrutinized from a variety of approaches before it is included in the budget.  Projects 
that are included in the CIP are identified by department staff based upon: (1) input from the community 
received at neighborhood meetings during the year; (2) input from the Mayor and City Council on area needs 
that develop or are identified during the year; (3) the Mayor and City Council approved Master Plans for 
growth, improvements, and rehabilitation for specific programs (examples include the Parks Master Plan, 
Library Master Plan, Transportation Planning Guide, etc.); (4) adopted criteria for selecting projects to meet 
the Mayor and City Council’s goals; and (5) staff-identified projects based on critical need due to safety 
issues or to comply with new mandates.  
 
All CIP projects are reviewed first by the divisions and departments. Projects are prioritized and are 
presented for funding based upon what level of funding is estimated to be available for the next fiscal year 
and subsequent fiscal years. With the assistance of the Budget, Policy & Strategic Planning Division, the City 
Manager's Office reviews the proposed projects and prepares the budget for submittal to the Mayor and City 
Council by May 1st of each year. The proposed budget is then presented, discussed and acted upon by the 
Mayor and City Council in public session during the budget hearings.  Members of the community can 
comment on the budget and provide input to the Mayor and City Council, during the hearing process. 
 
The Mayor and City Council can make changes to the proposed budget and then take action for final 
approval of projects to be included in the Approved Capital Improvement Budget and Program. 
 
All projects are reviewed by Planning Division staff and/or the Planning Commission for consistency with   
the City’s General and Specific Plan policies. In general, projects are introduced in accordance with Master 
Plans. This CIP incorporates several master plans, including the North Natomas Community and Financing 
Plan, the Parks and Recreation Programming Guide, the Transportation Programming Guide, and the Utility 
Master Plans. 
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HOW TO READ THIS DOCUMENT 
 
The Capital Improvement Plan and Budget Document contains the following sections: 
 

1) The Executive Summary contains the City Manager’s transmittal letter, Program Highlights & Issues 
of the various capital program areas and a summary of the approved five-year plan. 
 

2) The Background of the Capital Improvement Process includes information on the process and detail 
on how to utilize the document information. 

 
3) The Sacramento Area Maps section includes Council District, Neighborhood Area, Community Plan 

Area, Infill Area, Neighborhood Commercial Revitalization, and Redevelopment Area maps. 
 

4) Individual capital program area summaries include goals and project selection criteria, project 
budgets and how they are funded, program issues (including in some cases unmet needs), program 
long-range plans, and detail sheets for those projects that include funding in FY2007/08 through 
FY2011/12. 

 
5) Description of Major Capital Funding Sources provides detail by various funding sources on historic 

levels of use of that fund, how those funds have been expended, restrictions on the use of the funds, 
and what legislation mandates the use of these funds. 

 
6) Indexes of funding for the FY2007/08 CIP Budget by Fund (Index M) and Program (Index N) and for 

all active and new projects included in the 2007/2012 CIP by City Council District (Index O) and by 
Project Number (Index P). 

 
7) A Glossary with definitions of commonly used terms. 

 
A quick reference guide is available at the back of the Table of Contents to provide easy reference to the 
information contained in this document. 
 
Program Area Summaries   
 
The bulk of the Capital Improvement Budget includes program area summaries and detailed project pages 
for each project being funded within those programs during the five-year plan period. The summaries include 
program goals and criteria used to select projects to meet those goals (project selection criteria); a summary 
of planned spending; a long-range plan and list of unmet needs (if completed); a summary of projects by 
fund; and maps detailing project location for FY2007/2012 funded projects.  
 
Nine program areas are presented within the Capital Budget. Each Program Area includes Subprograms that 
are divided alphabetically, and in turn the Subprograms include a number of different projects. Each project 
is assigned a four-digit account code when it is approved for funding.  The first digit of this code must be the 
alphabetical letter assigned to the Subprogram in which the project is included, with the exception of 
Sacramento Housing and Redevelopment Agency (SHRA), which is numeric. 
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Individual projects are detailed in their respective program areas.

The discussion of an individual capital program area generally begins with summary information on total 
program expenditures and which major projects make up the bulk of those expenditures, what planning 
documents are referenced in identifying projects, the funding sources to support the projects, and issue 
statements that highlight significant unresolved fiscal and program policy issues. Each project is summarized 
within a project detail page.   

 
Detailed project information includes: 

 
• The Project Title, Capital Improvement Project (CIP) Number. 
 
• Project Description: A brief but specific description of the project. 

 
• Project Objectives: The purpose(s) of the project. 

 
• Existing Situation: The circumstances that result in the need for the project, including any pertinent 

history. 
 

• Operating Budget Impact: Any annual operating impact of the completed project. 
 

• Fiscal Year Initiated. 
 

• Project Costs: For each funding source, the amount of current budget, the estimated amount of 
unspent budget funds available as of June 30, 2007, and the funding request for each year of the 
five-year program.  
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• Timelines that show the relationship of budget expenditures to the project timeline.  
 

• City Council District: The number of the City Council District in which the project is located. 
 

• Neighborhood Area: The number of the Neighborhood Area in which the project is located. 
 
• Planning Area: The number(s) of the planning area(s) in which the project is located (e.g. South 

Natomas, Pocket, Central City, Meadowview, etc.). Planning areas are defined in the City's General 
Plan.  A map of these planning areas is included in the Overview Section of this document. 

 
• Project Location (e.g., street address, intersection, building name, etc.). 

 
• The City Charter requires that the City adopt a budget for operations and capital improvements on or 

before June 30 each year.  In adopting a capital plan for five years, we are providing a tool to allow 
for prudent and longer-term planning and allocation of resources for our facility and infrastructure 
needs.  Each year, staff reaffirms the Mayor and City Council’s direction for the following fiscal year 
and extends the program planning period out for additional years. In some program areas, such as 
transportation and utilities, the Mayor and City Council have adopted strategies for planning periods 
exceeding five years to meet the long-term needs of the City. 

 
Long-range needs and priorities, as well as programming guides, have not been adopted by the Mayor and 
City Council for all capital programs. Until current planning processes are completed and capital priorities are 
further identified, projects identified for approved funding within the 2007-2012 CIP should be reviewed for 
consistency with the City’s adopted Strategic Plan.   
 
CONTINUING PROJECTS 
 
In addition to new capital projects with funding in FY2007/08 or current projects with additional funding 
identified in the 2007/2012 capital program, there are many continuing projects that have remaining budget 
authority but do not have additional funding allocated in future years. Section O of this document indexes 
these projects by City Council District and Section P of this document indexes all CIP Projects by CIP 
Number.

INTRODUCTION 
 
This section of the Capital Improvement Program (CIP) summarizes the planning policies, major 
development projects and planned public improvements within the City’s New Growth and designated 
Infill areas. The General Plan directs urban growth in the City’s newly developed areas located on the 
northern and southern edges of the City (North Natomas, North Sacramento, South Sacramento, 
Airport-Meadowview, and East Broadway), as well as major infill and redevelopment opportunity sites 
within the Central City (R Street Corridor, Railyards, Richards Boulevard Area) and along transit 
corridors.  The Community Plans identify specific transportation and community facility needs to serve 
anticipated growth.  A summary of planned growth and public facility improvements follows.  
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South Area Community Plan New Growth Area 
This area has experienced relatively high levels of past and anticipated future population growth. This 
community’s potential growth is mostly associated with the Delta Shores area, buildout of the Jacinto 
Creek Planning Area, and development along the existing light rail line and future extension of the 
south line transit corridor. The Community Plan Update currently underway will re-evaluate the land 
uses and need for infrastructure, schools, and other community facilities and services required to 
address new growth in the area.  
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Future development includes the approved College Square mixed-use project near Cosumnes River 
College and the future development of the Delta Shores area in the south. Major public improvements 
serving planned new growth include the future Cosumnes Boulevard Extension and Interchange, Phase 
2 extension of light rail transit from Meadowview to Calvine Road, construction of the Sacramento 
Regional County Sanitation District interceptor line, and construction of the new intake and pipeline 
from the Sacramento River to the Folsom South Canal. 
 
Delta Shores is one of the last major undeveloped areas within the City of Sacramento. The Delta 
Shores area is generally located east of Freeport Boulevard, south of the existing Meadowview 
neighborhood, north of the Sacramento Regional County Sanitation District Wastewater Treatment 
Plant, and east of the Morrison Creek levee. The site is approximately 926 acres and will provide the 
opportunity to meet the City's future housing and commercial needs.  A formal application for planning 
entitlements was submitted to the City in November 2006; the infrastructure needs and financing plan 
will be delineated within the next 12 months.

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East Broadway New Growth Area 
The East Broadway community includes Sacramento’s manufacturing and warehousing district and the 
Granite Office Park. Increased mixed-use development opportunities will be realized in proximity to 
Light Rail Transit (LRT) along Folsom Boulevard (e.g., 65th Street, Power Inn, and Watt/Manlove LRT 
stations).  Higher intensity uses will take advantage of LRT and freeway (US50) access, which should 
attract housing, office development, and other employee intensive uses.

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North Sacramento New Growth Area 
Recently approved developments are located in the Raley Boulevard Industrial area, adjacent to 
McClellan Business Park and residential infill projects (single family & condominiums) within the Robla 
neighborhood. The lack of adequate water, drainage, and sewer improvements has hindered 
development in the area – especially between Dry Creek Road and Raley Boulevard.  As individual 
subdivisions are developed, the corresponding local infrastructure and limited off-site infrastructure is 
constructed, although subdivisions prior to annexation were often approved without provision for 
backbone infrastructure.   
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Assessment Districts have been formed along Raley Boulevard, but there are a number of areas for 
which no funding mechanisms exist for improving the backbone utility lines.  The uncertainty of future 
land uses (industrial vs. residential) has probably contributed to this inertia.  The current General Plan 
effort is analyzing the future needs of this area.

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North Natomas New Growth Area 
North Natomas is designated as the City’s major growth area for new housing and employment 
opportunities.  Based on 1994 North Natomas Community Plan land use designations, the community 
is projected to account for 35 percent of new housing and 30 percent of new jobs in the City. Since 
1999, more than 15,000 dwelling units have been built in North Natomas; the area is now more than 
50% built out for residential uses.  Office employment, however, is only partially built out. 
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North Natomas includes a well-integrated mixture of residential, employment, commercial, and civic 
uses, interdependent on quality transit service, surrounding a town center. An elementary school 
serves as the focal point of each of the fourteen proposed neighborhoods. Employment Centers, 
located at the light rail stations and along the freeways, are mixed-use centers consisting of primary 
employment generators and secondary retail, industrial, and residential uses serving the employees 
and employers of the center. 
 
The North Natomas New Growth Area is bounded by I-80 on the south, Elkhorn Boulevard on the north 
and City limits on the east and the west.  North Natomas includes the Panhandle area – including 595 
vacant acres proposed predominantly for housing, scheduled for annexation in Summer 2007.  
Greenbriar – a 577 acre vacant parcel proposed predominantly for housing – is adjacent to the existing 
North Natomas Community Plan, and is proposed for inclusion in the City’s Sphere of Influence and for 
annexation in Summer 2007.  Infrastructure and finance plans are currently being prepared for 
Panhandle and Greenbriar. 
 
The improvement projects in North Natomas are funded as part of the 2007-2012 CIP program or are 
built by private landowners. The Public Facilities Fee (PFF) funds backbone infrastructure for North 
Natomas and the Park Impact Fee (PIF) is paid by developers prior to issuance of building permits. 
 
A status of the fee program is included in this section as well as a summary of major improvements 
expected to be publicly or privately constructed over the next five years. These include roads, public 
facilities, and parks. All information contained in this section relates only to the North Natomas 
Community Plan area. Project information for specific projects is listed in the appropriate section of this 
CIP document. 
 
North Natomas Public Facilities Fee (PFF) Improvements 
 
The North Natomas Financing Plan includes a development impact fee to fund construction of major 
transportation infrastructure and public facilities. The PFF will ultimately fund a broad spectrum of public 
improvements in North Natomas. These improvements include:     
 

• Fire Station • Neighborhood & Community Parks 
• Library • Police Substation 
• Bikeways •  Community Center 
• Road & Freeway Landscaping •  Major Roads and Signals 
• Freeway Improvements •  Bridges 

 
Criteria used to prioritize improvements to be constructed with the PFF and PIF are listed below.  
These criteria are listed in no particular order with the exception of public safety. 
 

• Public Safety • Feedback from Council and City Staff 
• Support Economic Development • Quality of Life 
• Close Gaps in Transportation Network • Promote Alternate Travel Modes 
• Environmental Mitigation • Community Feedback 
• Accommodate Traffic Growth • Available Funding 
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Payment of the PFF is required of all private development projects in North Natomas.  The impact fee is 
structured to ensure: 
 

• Basic infrastructure is in place when needed for development; 
• The cost of major infrastructure is distributed fairly among the property owners; and 
• Each developer pays a fair-share for necessary infrastructure. 

 
Provision of Infrastructure through the Public Facilities Fee (PFF) 
 
Improvements funded by the Public Facilities Fee (PFF) may be constructed in several ways. 
Improvements may be built by the City using PFF revenues, by private developers as part of their 
development project(s), or through establishment of Community Facility Districts and/or Assessment 
Districts. Private landowners who construct improvements included in the PFF program will be 
reimbursed construction costs for those improvements. These reimbursements will typically be in the 
form of PFF credits. 
 
All development projects are required to pay the PFF at the time building permits are issued. However, 
portions of the PFF can be paid with credits previously earned by the landowner. Revenues received 
are the net of the total fee due for the permits less the amount of credits.  
 
Summary of Programmed PFF Expenditures 
 
The PFF will be used to fund public facilities. This CIP includes a number of improvements to be funded 
(in whole or in part) by the PFF, including roadway widening, median landscaping, bikeways, signals, 
and related improvements. A summary of expenditures for these projects over the next five years is 
shown on the following table.

The Citywide Park Impact Fee that was approved in August 1999 funds park improvements. The 
revenue must be used to benefit the residents of the planning area from which the fee was collected.  
These funds are programmed by the Community Planning Areas in accordance with benefit 
requirements.

Quimby Act (Fund 710) 
 
Title 16 of the Subdivision Ordinance requires the developer to (1) dedicate land or (2) pay a fee in lieu 
of land dedication to provide for community and neighborhood parks at a rate of 5 acres per thousand 
residents. The revenues must be used “for the purpose of acquiring, developing new or rehabilitating 
existing neighborhood or community park or recreation facilities to serve the subdivision.” Programming 
of these funds must occur in the Community Planning Area in which the in-lieu fees were generated. 
See the Parks and Recreation Program for further details. 
 
Major Improvements Projected to be Provided by Landowners 
 
Private land owners must provide basic infrastructure needed to support each development. The 
extent, cost, timing, and location of those improvements cannot be specifically determined at this time.  
It is possible, however, to reasonably forecast improvements based on new projects currently being 
reviewed by staff, approved planned developments, and housing construction trends. The following 
page lists developer-funded projects expected to generate PFF credits in the next five years. It is also 
possible that private landowners will provide some of the improvements noted in the direct-funded 
portion of this five-year CIP before the City can construct them.  
 
The following is a list of developer-funded projects expected to generate PFF credits (credit projects are 
reflected in Fund 999 until the improvements are accepted by the City) in the next five years. 
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DESIGNATED INFILL AREAS 
 
The City’s infill program focuses on new development and redevelopment to achieve infill development 
goals and policies adopted by the Mayor and City Council, and focuses on four types of infill areas:  
 

 Central City; 

 commercial corridors; 

 transit-station areas; and  

 targeted residential neighborhoods.  

These areas are shown in the “Sacramento Area Maps” section of this document and overlap certain 
economic development and Sacramento Housing and Redevelopment Agency (SHRA) activities. 
 
This overview summarizes the CIPs that contribute toward the infill development goals and policies. 
Funding is provided from a variety of sources depending on the nature of, and funding available for, the 
improvement. Funding sources include the City’s General and Utility Funds, various tax increment and 
other redevelopment funds, Workforce Housing grants, Community Development Block Grants 
(CDBG), and various transportation funds. 
 
Many projects supportive of the City’s infill program are initiated by the City’s Utilities, Transportation, 
and Economic Development Departments, as well as SHRA. Related budgets are established in each 
of these City departments and in SHRA’s budget. 
 
Since this document is a capital improvement budget, only project details on City and SHRA capital 
projects are included. The infill program also includes a number of fee waiver and reduction programs 
and other programs funded through the General Fund and grants. 
 
SOURCES OF CIP FUNDING 
 

Economic Development: The Economic Development Department has two sources of CIP funding 
that include the City’s General Fund and Tax Increment (TI).  The General Fund support is allocated 
through City Council resolution, and the TI is derived from assessments on property located within the 
defined Downtown and Richards Boulevard redevelopment areas. 
 
Transportation:  The Transportation Program includes $1 million in FY2007/08 for economic 
development, infill, and redevelopment efforts from the Major Street Construction Tax Funds and one-
half cent sales tax approved by the Sacramento County voters in 1988 and extended in 2004, also 
known as Measure A funds. The funding is at the discretion of the Economic Development Department, 
in coordination with Department of Transportation staff, to ensure that the use of funds meet program 
eligibility requirements.  Subsequent funding will decrease due to the new Measure A funding initiative 
that will become effective April 1, 2009 and will reflect a 75% reduction in Measure A funds for 
FY2008/09.  The programming for the transportation projects reflects this pending funding decrease in 
FY2008/09.  Staff will return to Council with a series of workshops to develop an expenditure plan for 
the FY2008/09 through FY2011/12.     
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City Utilities: The Utilities Program includes $1 million in FY2007/08 for economic development, infill, 
and redevelopment efforts.  Funding for these activities is allocated annually and administered by the 
Economic Development Department in coordination with the Department of Utilities (DOU).  Some of 
the annual allocation is already committed to ongoing programs.  Funding sources include: the Water, 
Sewer, Solid Waste, and Storm Drainage Funds.  Since utility funds are derived from user fees and 
development impact fees, the use of the funds is restricted to those activities that are directly related to 
providing water, sewer, refuse collection, and storm drainage to citizens and property.   
 
Sacramento Housing and Redevelopment Agency (SHRA): SHRA is a joint City/County agency and 
is responsible for administering the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) program, Home 
Investment Partnerships (HOME) program, and tax increment financing within adopted redevelopment 
areas. Many of these activities directly and indirectly support infill development – either by providing 
backbone infrastructure to attract private development or by providing direct project assistance. 
  
Federal, State, and Local Grant Funds: Several infrastructure projects supportive of infill 
development were programmed in prior years and are underway.  Funding has been provided through 
state, federal, and local grants in addition to matching City funds.  In coordination with Capital Area 
Development Authority (CADA) and Regional Transit (RT), the City has received federal grant funds 
and Sacramento Area Council of Governments (SACOG) funds to fund improvements to the 
streetscape and the 13th and 16th Street light rail transit station areas. In addition, the City received 
SACOG Community Design Grant funds for the following infill projects:   

 R Street Market Pedestrian Walkway and Plaza;  

 City College Light Rail Station Pedestrian/Bicycle Crossing Study and Design;  

 65th Street/University Transit Village Circulation Plan Amendments;  

 Docks Area Alternative Modes Parkway; and 

 Redding Avenue Alternative Mode Improvements.  

These projects are at the conceptual or design level and may or may not lead to future capital 
improvement projects.  At the time actual capital programming has been identified, projects will be 
included in the City’s Capital Improvement Program or brought forward for separate Council action. 
 
INFILL DEVELOPMENT GOALS & SELECTION CRITERIA 
 
Program Goals 

• Provide for infrastructure expansions and enhancements to support additional development and 
redevelopment in target infill areas 

• Facilitate and leverage new private sector infill development 
 
Project Selection Criteria 

• Compliance with infill development goals and policies 

• Substantial leverage of private infill development opportunities 
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INFILL TARGET AREAS 
 
The Infill Strategy includes four major types of infill target areas. The following describes CIPs 
attributable to each target area.  
 
Central City 
 
The Central City includes projects programmed through the Economic Development Department and 
other targeted Districts within the Central City with significant opportunities for infill development and 
redevelopment. Major areas for infill, new growth, and redevelopment focus include: the Downtown 
Railyards new growth area, the Richards Boulevard redevelopment area, the J-K-L central business 
district area, the Alkali Flat redevelopment area, the R Street corridor, and the Waterfront area. 
 
Significant investment in infrastructure will be necessary to support additional higher density infill 
development. 
 
Most of the CIP funding to support future infill development in the Central City is funding from: tax 
increment (TI); bond proceeds programmed by the Economic Development Department; and by SHRA 
for the Alkali Flat redevelopment area. New tax increment funding is included in the SHRA budget, 
which occurs on a calendar year.

In past years, the City completed an infrastructure assessment of the R Street Corridor and directly 
funded improvements to the combined sewer system through grant funds to support additional 
development.  
 
Transit Station Areas 
 
The City’s infill development program identifies areas around existing City light rail stations as areas for 
new infill development and redevelopment. Some of the light rail station areas are located wholly or 
partly within redevelopment areas. Many of the targeted stations require additional planning 
entitlements and zoning changes and require infrastructure upgrades to support additional 
development. 
 
The 65th Street Transit Village Plan area is included within a redevelopment area, offering additional 
opportunities to fund necessary infrastructure. In past years, the City devoted some state grant funds to 
support streetscape enhancements on 65th Street. Additional analysis is being conducted to identify 
funding needs for infrastructure to support planned development. 
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The City also has infrastructure studies underway for the Florin and Meadowview light rail station areas 
and Swanston Station areas that would serve as the first step in identifying CIPs and financing options 
for those areas. 
 
Target Residential Neighborhoods 
 
The City’s infill development program targets neighborhoods that include a substantial number of 
vacant lots and infill opportunities. Most of the assistance in these areas is through fee reduction (e.g., 
sewer credits administered through the Economic Development Department) and waiver programs. In 
addition, these neighborhoods encompass many redevelopment areas, and development assistance is 
provided through SHRA. New tax increment funding is included in SHRA’s budget that occurs on a 
calendar year basis.

Commercial Corridors 
 
Commercial corridors are identified in the City’s infill program and economic development programs as 
target investment areas. These areas are primarily provided support indirectly through streetscape and 
urban design planning funded through Transportation Department and SHRA programs. In addition, 
many corridors fall within redevelopment areas and can receive SHRA development assistance. 
 
Shovel-Ready Sites Program Description 
 
This program is designed to create readily available sites to attract targeted employers, consistent with 
the City’s Economic Development Strategy.  In this program, the City will strategically invest public 
funds to ready key areas for desired development in order to better leverage and attract private 
investment.  City costs may be recaptured over time through assessment districts, fees or other 
financing mechanisms, as well as through increased property and sales tax revenue associated with 
new development.   
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The City, through the CIP process, has established a Shovel-Ready Sites project (BD01).  A total of 
$650,000 is available in BD01 for public investment, which could include: 
 

• Infrastructure and public services (e.g., water, sewer, parks, streets, streetlighting, drainage); 
• Land use and environmental review; and 
• Other facilities and services (e.g., parking structures). 

 
Over the past year and a half, City staff has surveyed a number of potential sites for this pilot program, 
and has identified three areas as having the greatest potential to benefit in the near term from such a 
program. These sites include: 

 
• Granite Park; 
• Richards Boulevard; and 
• Sacramento Army Depot. 

 
These sites have vacant and underutilized land which, with this type of investment, could result in sites 
that could attract new or additional office, light industrial, or flex space development.  The Shovel-
Ready Sites project (BD01), can be used in combination with other funding sources to initiate a pilot 
investment project at one of these sites or at another suitable site identified by Economic Development 
or Planning staff.  Staff is currently preparing a work program that will identify the tasks, phases, 
responsibilities, and timeframe for the establishment of the pilot program.  
 
 
CIP OPERATING BUDGET IMPACT 
 
Depending upon the specific department, the CIPs may or may not create an operating budget impact. 
When an improvement creates a new facility such as streetscape improvements, the possibility exists 
for increased maintenance costs. However, a sewer improvement might result in no operational impact 
or even a decrease based upon improved performance of the facility. The assumption is that 
departments are planning appropriately for possible increased operational costs as a consequence of 
the capital improvements.

INTRODUCTION 
 
The FY2007/08 Capital Improvement Program Budget for General Government is $3.2 million. The 
General Fund portion of the General Government Program for FY2007/08 is $2.3 million. The Program 
includes $500,000 in general funds for the Citywide Americans with Disabilities Act Modifications (ADA) 
Project (CC01) and $1 million in funding for the Deferred Maintenance Program (CE21) for City facilities. 
One of the key initiatives for the Deferred Maintenance Program will be the City’s commitment to “green 
building” practices, including upcoming energy surveys of existing City buildings. These appropriations are 
consistent with Council policy to focus General Fund resources toward existing facilities and 
implementation of ADA improvements. 
 
The five-year 2007-2012 General Government Program totals $16.4 million. The General Fund portion of 
the 2007-2012 General Government Program totals $11.3 million. The Program includes those projects 
discussed above and future funding of existing programs, as well as new programs and projects.  Ongoing 
programs include the Citywide Facility ADA; improvements to the Treasurer’s information systems with 
project costs reimbursed by Sacramento City Employees Retirement System (SCERS) management fee 
revenue; and improvements to Fleet facilities at the Corporation Yard and Meadowview Services Complex.

City Facility Deferred Maintenance Program (CE21) 
The Deferred Facility Maintenance Program CIP (CE21) was initially established in fiscal year 1999/00.  
The program is designed to address maintenance and safety corrections at the more than 400 facilities 
and properties owned by the City.  Deferred maintenance projects include roofing, painting, structural 
repairs, and renewals to existing plumbing, electrical and mechanical systems.     
 
Prioritization and selection of deferred maintenance projects is based on the following City Council 
approved criteria: (1) biggest risk to facility and occupant; (2) potential risk to public; (3) obsolete or failed 
components; (4) high energy consumption; (5) above normal request for immediate service; and (6) cost-
effective/combination of projects. 
 
The originally identified backlog was $29 million; to date almost $11 million has been spent on 
approximately 300 successful projects.  There are currently 20 projects underway that will deplete the 
existing fund balance by June 30th.  Based on current funding levels, the City is deferring maintenance of 
facilities at a rate of $1.5 million annually.

Fee and Charge Supported Programs/Projects 
The 2007-2012 CIP includes projects that are funded with General Funds but are reimbursed through fees 
and charges.

Development Surcharges and Management Fee Dedications:  In 1992, the Mayor and City Council 
approved a four percent (4%) automation surcharge on plan check and building permit fees to implement 
improvements in planning and permit processing (Resolution 1992-201).  A four percent (4%) automation 
surcharge on planning entitlement applications was approved in 2004 (Resolution 2004-750). These fees 
reimburse project costs of the Planning and Permit Network Systems. 
 
In 1999, the City Council approved a management fee for the Treasurer for services provided to SCERS.

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INTRODUCTION 
 
The Public Safety Capital Improvement Program includes the Fire and Police Departments. Public Safety 
projects for the 2007-2012 Capital Improvement Program (CIP) are identified within the Police Strategic 
Plan and the Fire Master Plan and are consistent with the City’s General Plan.  The map below reflects the 
locations of existing police stations, fire stations, and the public safety administration center. 
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The FY2007/08 Public Safety Capital Improvement Budget totals $2.25 million and will be funded by the 
General Fund. The three projects in this program include Public Safety Emergency Generator Upgrades 
(FB32), Advanced Life Support (ALS) equipment (FB86), and Fire Apparatus/Equipment (FB87). The 
2007-2012 Public Safety Program totals $11.6 million, which includes continued funding for generator 
upgrades (fifteen fire stations remaining) and capital equipment needs for Fire Stations.  
 
FACILITIES PROGRAM GOALS/UNMET NEEDS 
 
Police 
 
The mission of the Sacramento Police Department is to work in partnership with the community to protect 
life and property, solve neighborhood problems, and enhance the quality of life in our city.   
 
The Sacramento Police Department’s long-term facilities goals are to provide sufficient space to house all 
necessary police functions in a manner that is conducive to efficient and effective operations, as well as to 
facilitate the Department’s capacity of projected service delivery goals. As the Department continues to 
meet its mission and fulfill the policy direction of the Mayor and City Council through decentralization, 
additional substations are needed for efficient police patrol functions. 
 
Currently, the Sacramento Police Department (SPD) has three facilities that are all beyond the capacity of  
our currently budgeted authorized positions, none of which are located in the downtown corridor or in the 
City’s fastest growing areas (North Natomas and South Sacramento). New facilities which are needed to 
meet projected service needs include a permanent facility in the downtown core to provide efficient police 
services and two substations to be located in the Meadowview and North Natomas areas.   
 
Fire 
 
The Sacramento Fire Department has developed a plan for facilities that is based on an assessment of the 
Department’s needs. The plan identifies eight stations that should be replaced primarily because of 
inadequate size and poor condition. Four of the eight stations are recommended for replacement due to 
their inefficient locations within their districts.   
 
The State of California passed the Essential Service Building Seismic Act of 1986, which requires certain 
public safety buildings to meet a higher earthquake standard. Fire stations are one of the designated types 
of buildings that fall under the Act. At present, only the Fire Stations completed in 2005 (Stations 5, 20 and 
30), meet the Seismic Safety Act. Four of the stations cannot be structurally modified to meet seismic 
safety requirements because of their non-reinforced masonry construction. All the other stations will be 
evaluated to determine what is needed to retrofit the structures to meet the Seismic Safety Act. 
 
The plan developed by the Fire Department represents a thorough assessment of the Department’s needs; 
however, the realization of the plan will be very difficult given current budget constraints. The major 
improvement projects and new facilities that have been identified as unmet needs must be addressed 
within the next decade to assure service levels keep pace with the changing population and to meet 
program goals for facility maintenance, rehabilitation, and replacement.

$160,000 for the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) modifications, which are included in the General 
Government program. 
 
The five-year CIP plan for Convention, Culture and Leisure totals $7.1 million and includes eleven projects 
at the Convention Center ($4.9 million), two projects for Golf ($425,000), and two projects at the Marina 
($1.8 million). This funding includes $650,000 for the ADA modifications, which are included in the General 
Government program.

SOURCES OF CIP FUNDING 
 
Marina Fund:  The Marina Fund is used for Marina operations, maintenance capital requirements, and debt 
service.  Marina revenues are derived from slip rental fees, fuel sales, concessions, and interest earnings. 
 
Golf Fund:  The Golf Fund supports the operation, maintenance, capital requirements, and debt service of 
the City’s five courses at three locations: Haggin Oaks, Bing Maloney and Bartley Cavanaugh.  The Fund 
derives its revenues from green fees, golf lessons, cart rentals, golf merchandise sales, food and beverage 
concessions, and interest earnings.

Sacramento Memorial Auditorium, including deferred maintenance, facility improvements and renovation 
needs; and replacement of the outdoor marquee that provides event information at the Convention Center 
Complex. Funds are also programmed for facility modifications required under the ADA. 
 
Total programming over the next five years is $4.9 million and includes fund accumulation for the next cycle 
of carpet replacement at the Convention Center and replacement of the chiller units at the Convention 
Center. 
 
These projects are consistent with the City’s General Plan. 
 
The major income sources for this enterprise fund are the Transient Occupancy (hotel/motel) Tax and 
facility user fees. These funds pay for operation of the Community Center Complex facilities and debt 
service payments for capital improvements. 
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The chart below details the five-year funding levels for the various Convention Center projects.

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INTRODUCTION 
 
The Department of Parks and Recreation’s mission is to optimize the experience of living through parks, 
programs, facilities, and the preservation of open space and the urban forest. Tremendous population and 
housing growth within the City of Sacramento and the surrounding regional area has created increased 
demands and opportunities for new parks and recreation facilities including urban plazas, trails, river 
parkways, and passive open space areas. Maintaining and enhancing the City’s vital urban forest, including 
large canopy shade trees, is a continuing challenge. The Department continues to improve park 
sustainability through renovated irrigation systems, centralized water control systems, and native, water 
conserving plantings. The Department’s Capital Improvement Program (CIP) is a reflection of both growth 
and sustainability, and addresses the Mayor and City Council’s commitment to improving the quality of life 
for all residents and visitors.  
 
The Department of Parks and Recreation’s CIP consists of three programs: Parks, Recreation Facilities, 
and Off-Street Bikeways. As part of the annual budget process, the FY2007/08 Parks and Recreation CIP 
budget is recommended to increase by approximately $18.3 million. These projects will increase the total 
Department CIP to approximately 179 active projects and a total budget of $107 million. 
 
Parks and recreation projects are funded primarily through special revenue sources: Park Development 
Impact Fee (PIF); Quimby Act “In Lieu” Fees (where parkland dedication is not appropriate); Landscape 
and Lighting District Assessment; Land Park Trust Fund; Federal Transportation Development Act (TDA) 
grants; Sacramento Housing and Redevelopment Agency (SHRA) grants; state and federal grants; 
competitive or block grants; and private foundation grants or gifts.   
 
A challenge for the Department is to match growth in capital projects and facilities with ongoing 
maintenance, operational and programming needs. Although the Department has a sizable capital 
development program annually, funds to maintain, operate, and program new facilities and amenities are 
insufficient to meet the needs of a rapidly growing city. The Neighborhood Park Maintenance Facilities 
District provides only 60 percent of the funding for new neighborhood or community parks and does not 
provide maintenance funding for the remainder of a park’s acreage, or new regional park acreage. New 
neighborhood clubhouses, expanded community centers, and gymnasiums struggle to provide staff and 
supplies without funding increases. Staff will continue to seek ways to increase efficiency and build capacity 
to operate and maintain new facilities and the City’s urban forest. 
 
The Department is working toward moving from eleven to ten planning areas in FY2008/09 per City Council 
direction, as part of adoption of the City’s General Plan and Community Plan Updates. This will require 
restructuring of funds collected and future allocations for the planning areas involved (East Broadway, 
South Sacramento, and Airport-Meadowview).   
 
The following plans, programs, and initiatives help determine the City’s improvement plan for its parks and 
recreation facilities. 
 
DEPARTMENT OF PARKS AND RECREATION MASTER PLAN  
  
In Fall 2004, the Mayor and City Council adopted a comprehensive Parks and Recreation Master Plan 
2005-2010 for the City. The Master Plan is part of the City’s General Plan. This policy document guides the 
City’s parks and recreation planning, development, programs and services through 2010. The Parks and 
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Recreation Master Plan 2005-2010 addresses all aspects of the department including: recreation and 
human services; children’s programs; community centers; park development; partnerships; urban forest 
planning; maintenance and tree planting; park operations and maintenance; marketing and special events; 
and department-wide administrative services. Staff will continue to pursue implementation of the plan’s 
policies and recommendations through 2010. 
 
ENHANCED CAPITAL GRANT AND RESOURCE DEVELOPMENT PROGRAM 
 
The Department has made great strides over the past six years to secure capital grant funds from external 
funding sources, to formulate public and private partnerships, and to engage in legislative activities to 
enhance regional and neighborhood park and recreation amenities. State bond funds and competitive grant 
awards have also grown significantly over the past six years and now account for approximately 20 percent 
of the Parks and Recreation CIP. Staff is currently managing $19 million in bonds and grants for a variety of 
acquisition, development, and rehabilitation projects as approved by the Mayor and City Council.   
 
The Department’s continued success in securing competitive capital grants will depend on the ability to 
effectively scope projects and make them grant ready. The Department has maximized its ability to find 
creative ways to leverage existing resources for project planning. Increased funding for feasibility studies, 
scoping, and other planning enhance the City’s competitiveness for capital grant funding and legislative 
earmarks. 
 
PARK AND RECREATION PROGRAMMING GUIDE 
 
The 2006 Parks and Recreation Programming Guide (PRPG) is a planning document designed to identify, 
evaluate and prioritize unfunded park and recreation acquisitions, repair/rehabilitation, development, 
community facility, and regional projects. The top three projects are identified in each of the City’s eleven 
community planning areas as well as the top three regional projects citywide. The PRPG process ensures 
that the City Council and community are strategically involved in the development of a comprehensive list   
of unfunded project needs and that those needs are prioritized based on City Council policy and 
deficiencies identified in the Parks and Recreation Master Plan 2005-2010.  
 
Throughout each year, staff pursues opportunities to fund the top scoring 36 “priority” projects through 
existing City funding. Staff also works to fund “opportunity” projects identified in the PRPG that are ideal for 
specific funding sources, such as a capital grant program or Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) 
funds. As projects are funded, they move into the CIP and are removed from the PRPG. A bi-annual review 
of the PRPG allows the community, Parks and Recreation Commission, and City Council the opportunity to 
add new projects to be evaluated, scored and integrated into the next PRPG.  

 
PARK DEVELOPMENT FEES INCREASED TO ADDRESS UNDEVELOPED PARK AND  
RECREATION FACILITIES IN GROWTH AREAS 
 
In Summer 2004, the Mayor and City Council responded to the need for park and recreation facilities for 
residents in growth areas by increasing the Park Impact Fee (PIF). The previous fee level provided for only 
minimal park development amenities in new parks; it was insufficient to provide for a range of recreational 
opportunities for Sacramento residents. The increased fee allows development of a more complete array of 
park facilities including shade structures for picnic areas and playgrounds, restrooms, innovative play 
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features, sports courts, and sports field lighting. At the Mayor and City Council’s request, the Department is 
currently updating the Park Development Impact Fee Nexus Study to include consideration of funding 
mechanisms for the acquisition and development of regional parks, trails and open space, and funding for 
larger community facilities such as aquatic complexes and community centers. 
 
FUNDING CHALLENGES FOR RIVER PARKWAYS, REGIONAL PARKS, TRAILS, AND BIKEWAY 
BRIDGE MAINTENANCE 
 
There is currently no dedicated funding source for acquiring, developing or maintaining the City’s regional 
park and trail system, including river corridors and bikeway/pedestrian bridges. As identified in the PRPG, 
there are significant needs citywide for regional park and trail acquisition, park development, and 
rehabilitation. Regional facilities included in the PRPG such as sports complexes, artificial turf sports fields, 
venues for sports tournaments, large public gathering places for festivals and special events, and river trail 
enhancements improve the quality of life in the City, as well as provide significant economic benefits.  
Maintaining and renovating high use regional facilities is a continuing challenge to the Department and 
maturing City. Staff will continue to seek funding for these facilities, which are important to a growing 
community. 
 
PARK DEVELOPMENT PROCESS AND PRODUCTION SCHEDULE 
    
The park development process takes projects through a defined course, outlining how a park project 
evolves from project concept to a developed park.  Important aspects of the process include:  
 

• New ideas and concepts come from a variety of sources including the community, staff, the Mayor 
and City Councilmembers, outside agencies and schools. 

• PRPG is updated every two years to show progress on existing projects and provide opportunities 
to include new projects.  

• A new project becomes a part of the approved CIP when it has a defined project scope, adequate 
funding for that scope, a production schedule, and meets the “readiness” checklist criteria as 
outlined in the park development process. 

• Consideration may be given to special “opportunity” projects where new funding has been identified 
for a previously unconsidered or under-funded project. 

• Operation and maintenance resources need to be a primary consideration for project readiness. 
 
 

This process is consistent with the City’s Strategic Plan goals which include implementing organizational 
improvements, as well as preserving and expanding park and recreation opportunities.

Landscape and Lighting Assessment District (Fund 281) 
Landscape and Lighting (L&L) Funds are generated from a citywide assessment district with assessment 
based on benefit. The funds are used for Council District Volunteer projects, advanced planning in the four 
Neighborhood Areas, and parks repair and rehabilitation in the 11 Community Planning Areas. Additionally, 
the L&L contributes $100,000 annually to swimming and wading pool maintenance, $75,000 to playground 
maintenance and $5,000 to sports court maintenance.

State Grants (Fund 512) 
The State Transportation Improvement Program (STIP), adopted by the California Transportation 
Commission (CTC), is the programming tool for state funded capital improvements. Seventy-five percent 
of the funding goes to local regions on a competitive bid process for local projects. Twenty-five percent of 
the statewide funding goes to Caltrans for projects of inter-regional significance. No park projects have 
been programmed with this fund in FY2007/08. 

 
 

Land Park Fund (Fund 588) 
The Land Park Fund includes revenue generated from various activities in William Land Park including 
rentals, park permits, and concessions. These funds may only be used for operational and capital 
improvements within Land Park. No park projects have been programmed with this fund in FY2007/08. 
 
Quimby Act (Fund 710) 
Title 16 of the Subdivision Ordinance requires the developer to (1) dedicate land or (2) pay a fee in-lieu of 
land dedication to provide for community and neighborhood parks at a rate of 5 acres per thousand 
residents. The majority of the City’s parkland since its adoption of this ordinance has come from land 
dedication.  This fund is comprised of fees collected from developers in-lieu of land dedication for the park 
and recreation facilities as discussed above. The revenues must be used “for the purpose of acquiring, 
developing new or rehabilitating existing neighborhood or community park or recreation facilities to serve 
the subdivision.”  Programming of these funds must occur in the Community Planning Area in which the in-
lieu fees are generated.

Public Facility Fee (Fund 780) 
The Public Facility Fee (PFF) was established with the adoption of the North Natomas Financing Plan in 
1994.  The plan was last updated in 2005. The PFF area includes nearly the entire North Natomas 
Community Plan. The PFF will ultimately fund $209.1 million in public improvements. These improvements 
include: a fire station, a police sub-station, community center, library, shuttles, bikeways, freeway 
improvements, landscaping, major roads, bridges, and signals. Payment of the PFF is required of all 
private development projects in North Natomas. The impact fee is structured to: insure that basic 
infrastructure is in place when needed for the development; the cost of major infrastructure is distributed 
equally among the property owners; and each developer pays a fair-share for necessary infrastructure.  
No park projects have been programmed with this fund in FY2007/08. 
 

 
Park Impact Fee (Fund 791) 
The Mayor and City Council established the Park Impact Fee in August 1999; this fund is comprised of fees 
collected from builders of industrial, commercial, and residential developments at the time a building permit 
is issued. The revenue must be used to benefit the residents of the Community Planning Area in which the 
fee is collected. These funds are programmed by the 11 Community Planning Areas in accordance with this 
benefit requirement.

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INTRODUCTION 
 
This overview summarizes the Capital Improvement Projects (CIPs) that contribute toward the economic 
development goals and objectives adopted by the Mayor and City Council.  Funding is provided from a 
variety of sources depending on the nature of, and funding available for, the improvement.  Funding 
sources include the City’s General and Utility Funds, Downtown Tax Increment (TI), Community 
Development Block Grants and Measure A Funds.   
 
Projects are initiated by the City’s Economic Development Department in coordination with the 
Transportation Department, Department of Utilities, and the Sacramento Housing and Redevelopment 
Agency (SHRA).  Related budgets are established in each of the three City departments and in SHRA’s 
budget. 
 
$12.8 million in Transportation, Utilities, and SHRA Funds have been programmed for projects that support 
economic development activities. The funding allocation by departmental or Agency responsibility for 
FY2007/08 is portrayed in the figure shown below:

SOURCES OF ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT CIP FUNDING  
 
Economic Development:  The Economic Development Department has two sources of CIP funding that 
include the City’s General Fund and Tax Increment (TI).  The General Fund support is allocated through 
City Council resolution, and the TI is derived from assessments on property located within the defined 
Downtown and Richards Boulevard redevelopment areas. 
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Transportation:  The Transportation Program includes $1 million in FY2007/08 for economic development, 
infill, and redevelopment efforts from the Major Street Construction Tax Funds and one-half cent sales tax 
approved by the Sacramento County voters in 1988 and extended in 2004, also known as Measure A 
funds. The funding is at the discretion of the Economic Development Department, in coordination with 
Department of Transportation staff, to ensure that the use of funds meet program eligibility requirements.  
Subsequent funding will decrease due to the new Measure A funding initiative that will become effective 
April 1, 2009 and will reflect a 75 percent reduction in Measure A funds for FY2008/09.  The programming 
for the transportation projects reflects this pending funding decrease in FY2008/09.  Staff will return to 
Council with a series of workshops to develop an expenditure plan for the FY2008/09 through FY2011/12.   
  
 
City Utilities: The Utilities Program includes $1 million in FY2007/08 for economic development, infill, and 
redevelopment efforts.  Funding for these activities is allocated annually and administered by the Economic 
Development Department in coordination with the Department of Utilities (DOU).  Some of the annual 
allocation is already committed to ongoing programs.  Funding sources include: the Water, Sewer, Solid 
Waste, and Storm Drainage Funds.  Since utility funds are derived from user fees and development impact 
fees, the use of the funds is restricted to those activities that are directly related to providing water, sewer, 
refuse collection, and storm drainage to citizens and property.   
 
Sacramento Housing and Redevelopment Agency (SHRA):  SHRA is a joint City and County Agency 
and is responsible for administering the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) program and Home 
Investment Partnerships (HOME) program, both of which have funding allocated for economic development 
purposes. 
 
CIP OPERATING BUDGET IMPACT 
 
Depending upon the specific department, the CIPs may create an operational budget impact. When an 
improvement creates a new facility such as streetscape improvements, the possibility exists for increased 
maintenance costs.  However, a sewer improvement might result in no operational impact or even a 
decrease based upon improved performance of the facility. The assumption is that the departments are 
planning appropriately for possible increased operational costs as a consequence of the capital 
improvements.

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT (Fund 206) 

 
The Economic Development Department receives funding for CIPs from TI or bond proceeds due to the TI 
revenue.  New TI funding budgeted in the SHRA budget occurs on a calendar year.  Portrayed below is the 
funding for CIPs that was adopted in the Agency’s FY2007 budget. The funding is then conveyed to the City 
through Individual Project Agreements (IPA) subject to the Master Project Agreement as adopted by the 
Mayor and City Council on December 18, 2001 (Resolution No. 2001-224).  Since the funding has already 
been adopted and conveyed via the IPAs, these projects are not being proposed for adoption and are 
included on the following page for information purposes only.

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INTRODUCTION 
 
The 2007-2012 Transportation Capital Improvement Program (CIP) reflects the City’s funding strategy for 
delivering transportation improvements, which support the City’s Strategic Plan Goals to improve and 
expand public safety, achieve sustainability and enhance livability, and expand economic development 
throughout the City.  The 2007-2012 Transportation CIP is designed to optimize the use of available local 
funds by leveraging federal funds to achieve the City’s transportation priorities.   
 
As shown in the chart on page I-5, a total of $42.3 million will be programmed for new and ongoing projects 
and programs.  In FY2007/08, 55 transportation projects and programs will receive new or additional 
funding, as shown in the tables on pages I-6 and I-7.    
 
MAJOR PROGRAM AREA ALLOCATIONS 
 
As shown in the chart on page I-2, the FY2007/08 Transportation CIP is divided into seven major areas:  
Major Streets (major roadway construction); Parking (parking facility maintenance and upgrades); Road 
Reconstruction and Bridges (rehabilitation, maintenance, and replacement); Street Maintenance (overlays 
and seals); Traffic Operations and Safety (new traffic signals and signal modifications, Traffic Operations 
Center, Neighborhood Traffic Management Program, speed humps, pedestrian safety and safety light 
program); Community Enhancements/Economic Development (street light program, streetscaping, and 
economic development); and Public Rights-of-Way Accessibility (ADA compliance). 
 
Approximately 62 percent ($26.1 million) of funding is programmed to maintenance and operations projects 
and programs such as Street Maintenance, Road Reconstruction and Bridges, Traffic Operations and 
Safety, and Parking.  Examples of projects or programs receiving funding in these areas include: Street 
Overlays and Seals Program (RH31); West El Camino Avenue Bridge Replacement (TZ71); and the 
Parking Facilities Development Program (VD96).  One new project, Intelligent Transportation System 
Expansion - Traffic Operations (SU26) is receiving funding in FY2007/08. 
 
The FY2007/08 CIP also allocates approximately 10 percent ($4.4 million) of funding to Major Street 
construction projects.  In order to support the current and anticipated growth in Sacramento, the City must 
continue to design and construct new infrastructure to meet these needs.  Major street projects receiving 
this funding include $0.4 million to the Freeport Boulevard and 21st Street Conversion (SL01), and $3.9 
million to the Overwidth Pavement Reimbursement Program (TJ94).  

 
Approximately 14 percent ($6.0 million) of the funding is programmed to projects and programs related to 
public rights-of-way accessibility pursuant to the American with Disabilities Act (ADA) settlement 
agreement. 
 
Approximately 14 percent ($5.8 million) is programmed to pedestrian and bicycle projects, community 
enhancements and economic development.  These projects and programs support the City’s strategic plan 
goals to achieve sustainability and enhance livability, and to expand economic development throughout the 
City.   Two new projects, the Marysville Boulevard Streetscape Improvements (TR86) and the Downtown 
Transportation System Management (TSM) Capital Improvements (TR81), are receiving funding in 
FY2007/08.  
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* Street Maintenance includes one-time funding from Fund 213 – State Route 160 ($394,660); and Fund 511 – Federal ($3,339,415) 
totaling over $3.7 million. 
 
MAJOR FUNDING SOURCES 
 
Transportation Sales Tax - Measure A (Funds 201/207)   
This local one-half cent transportation sales tax was approved by Sacramento County voters in November 
1988 under the State Local Transportation Authority and Improvement Act of 1987, and will continue 
through March 31, 2009.  This revenue can only be used for certain projects listed in the original ballot 
measure, and specifically approved by the Sacramento Transportation Authority (STA) through a 
Countywide Transportation Expenditure Plan (CTEP) Amendment. Each year, the Mayor and City Council 
approves an expenditure plan for these funds, which is submitted to the STA for final approval. For 
FY2007/08, a total of $12.4 million of Transportation Sales Tax – Measure A Construction funds (Fund 201) 
and $4.0 million Measure A Maintenance funds (Fund 207) are programmed to capital projects and 
programs. A summary of these projects and programs can be found in Index M, New Funding: Projects by 
Fund/by Project Number.    
 
Additionally, approximately $6.2 million in Measure A – Maintenance funds (Fund 207) are utilized by the 
City’s concrete and pavement maintenance operations.  As these are not capital projects or programs, they 
do not appear in this document. 
 
The New Measure A initiative will become effective April 1, 2009 or 75 percent through FY2008/09.  Index 
M, New Funding: Projects by Fund/by Project Number reflects a funding decrease in Measure A 
Construction (Fund 201) programs by 75 percent in FY2008/09.  No allocations have been programmed in 
FY2009/10 through FY2011/12.

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The New Measure A Construction (Fund 291) consists of two programs:  Traffic Control and Safety, and 
Safety, Landscape, and Pedestrian and Bike Facilities.  Anticipated revenue for these programs is reflected 
within two new Capital Improvement Programs (CIP):  Traffic Control and Safety Program (TCAA) and 
Safety, Landscape, and Pedestrian and Bike Facilities Program (TCBB).  A summary of these programs 
can be found in Index M, New Funding: Projects by Fund/by Project Number.    
 
Staff will return to Council with a series of workshops to develop an expenditure plan for FY2008/09 through 
FY2011/12.     
 
Gas Tax (Fund 202);  Gas Tax revenue is generated from the 18 cents per gallon state tax on fuel used to 
propel a motor vehicle or aircraft.  Approximately 30 percent of Gas Tax revenues are allocated to cities and 
counties as directed by the Streets and Highways Code Sections 2106, 2107, and 2107.5. Gas Tax funds 
can be used for construction of improvements, studies and/or maintenance of public streets. For 
FY2007/08, approximately $2.0 million of Gas Tax funds are programmed to capital projects and programs. 
 A summary of these projects and programs, is in Index M, New Funding: Projects by Fund/by Project 
Number.   
 
Additionally, approximately $2.0 million is programmed for maintenance of City streets, pavement, 
streetlights, and traffic signals by City work crews and $1.6 million for bond repayment.  As these are not 
capital projects or programs, they do not appear in this document. 
 
Sacramento Housing and Redevelopment Agency (SHRA) Block Grant & Tax Increment Funding 
(Funds 205/206):  The Sacramento Housing and Redevelopment Agency (SHRA) designates some funds 
to be administered by the City for capital improvements in the City. These funds are Community 
Development Block Grant (CDBG) funds allocated under the Federal Housing and Community 
Development Act of 1977. Additionally, SHRA receives tax increment revenue from redevelopment project 
areas that are designated by the City Council. These expenditures are projected based on anticipated 
development activity. The funds cannot be used for maintenance or operations.  Only transportation 
projects are included in this section. All other improvements may be found in the appropriate program 
section in this document. A summary of these projects and programs can be found in Index M, New 
Funding: Projects by Fund/by Project Number. 
 
Major Street Construction Tax (MSCT) (Fund 209): This tax is a City-imposed surcharge on all new 
construction or reconstruction of buildings (excluding disaster reconstruction). The funds can only be used 
for construction, replacement or alteration of major roadways, traffic control, and lighting as provided in City 
Code Section 3.36.  The MSCT is also used for overwidth pavement reimbursement to developers.  These 
expenditures are projected based on anticipated development activity. The funds cannot be used for 
maintenance or operations.  A total of $4.9 million of MSCT funds is programmed in FY2007/08.   A 
summary of these projects and programs can be found in Index M, New Funding: Projects by Fund/by 
Project Number. 
 
Street Cut Fund (Fund 211):  On September 23, 1997, the City Council adopted an Ordinance amending 
Chapter 38.03 of the Sacramento City Code to establish new excavation requirements in City streets and a 
new Trench Cut Cost Recovery Fee Program.  The fee is imposed on utilities and City Departments that 
trench into City streets that are not scheduled for resurfacing or repair.  The fee was established to recover 
a fair share of the cost of mitigating the pavement damage caused to the street surface from excavations.  
The fees are also intended to provide an incentive for utilities to coordinate their excavations with other 
utilities and with the City’s street resurfacing schedule.  The collected fees can only be expended on 
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resurfacing of City streets where excavation has occurred. A total of $150,000 of Street Cut Funds is 
programmed to the Trench Cut Fee Program (RK21) in FY2007/08.   This project is also referenced in 
Index M, New Funding: Projects by Fund/by Project Number. 
 
State Route 160 (SR160), (Fund 213):  On October 3, 2001, the California Transportation Commission 
passed Resolution No. R3497 approving relinquishment of State Route 160 to the City of Sacramento 
from the south city limits to the south abutment of the American River Bridge.  The City received 
$7,401,976 as lump sum compensation for the relinquishment.  Pursuant to Council direction, the funds 
were placed in a separate fund account to be used for financing of the state of good repair and 
maintenance of existing roadway facilities of the relinquishment section.  A total of $394,660 of SR160 
Funds is programmed to the Street Overlay and Seals Program (RH31) in FY2007/08.   This project is 
also referenced in Index M, New Funding: Projects by Fund/by Project Number. 
 
Transportation Systems Management (TSM) (Fund 230):  This fund was established by City Ordinance 
No. 2550 requiring developers of projects that will accommodate 25 or more employees to comply with one 
of several TSM (Traffic Systems Management) measures to better utilize existing transportation facilities 
and to pay for capital improvements that would benefit the City’s downtown transportation network as 
fulfillments of the TSM measure.  Funds can only be used on facilities that increase the people moving 
capacity of the existing transportation system.  A total of $50,000 of TSM Funds is programmed to the 
Downtown TSM Capital Improvements (TR81) in FY2007/08. This project is also referenced in Index M, 
New Funding: Projects by Fund/by Project Number. 
 
Landscape and Lighting (L&L) (Fund 281):  This is an assessment district for specific improvements 
citywide.  A total of $473,521 in L&L Funds is programmed to the Neighborhood Street Light Replacement 
Program (SK01) and Street Light Relamp Program (ST31) in FY2007/08. Only transportation projects are 
included in this section.  All other improvements may be found in the appropriate program section of this 
document.  For a summary of the citywide projects/programs, see Index M, New Funding: Projects by 
Fund/by Project Number.   
 
Additionally, approximately $4.6 million in L&L funds (Fund 281) are utilized by the City’s street light and 
streetscape maintenance operations.  As these are not capital projects or programs, they do not appear in 
this document. 
 
Parking Fund (Fund 412):  The Parking Fund finances the operation, maintenance, and capital 
improvements of City-owned off-street parking garages and surface parking lots.  The Fund’s primary 
sources of revenue are parking fees charged to users of these facilities, rental income, and interest 
earnings.  Approximately $2.9 million of Parking funds are programmed in the FY2007/08.  A summary of 
these projects and programs can be found in Index M, New Funding: Projects by Fund/by Project Number. 
 
Federal Capital Grants (Fund 511) – Safe, Accountable, Flexible, Efficient Transportation Equity Act: 
A Legacy for Users (SAFETEA-LU):  This is the current five-year program for federal funding of 
transportation projects. The five-year CIP shows the projected expenditure and revenue budgets for the 
SAFETEA-LU based on receipt of fund authorization and the project delivery schedule. A total of $14.3 
million of SAFETEA-LU funds is programmed for the FY2007/08. A summary of these projects and 
programs can be found in Index M, New Funding: Projects by Fund/by Project Number.

North Natomas Public Facilities Fee (PFF) Improvement (Fund 780):  The North Natomas New Growth 
Area is bounded by I-80 on the south, Elkhorn Boulevard on the north and City limits on the east and the 
west. The improved projects in North Natomas are funded as part of the 2007-2012 CIP program or are 
built by private land owners.  
 
The Public Facilities Fee (PFF) fund was established with the adoption of the North Natomas Financing 
Plan, which was first approved in 1994 and was last updated in 2005. The PFF funds backbone 
infrastructure in the new growth area and is paid for by developers prior to issuance of building permits.  
The impact fee is structured to insure that each developer pays a fair-share for necessary infrastructure, 
and that basic infrastructure is in place when needed for the development.   
 
The PFF will ultimately fund $209.1 million dollars in public improvement facilities.  These include a fire 
station, police sub-station, a community center library, shuttles, bikeways, freeway improvements, 
landscaping, major roads, bridges and signals.  Only transportation projects are included in this section.  All 
other improvements may be found in the appropriate program section of this document.  For a summary of 
the citywide projects/programs, see Index M, New Funding: Projects by Fund/by Project Number.

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INTRODUCTION  
 
The City Utilities Capital Improvement Program consists of four programs, each of which is funded by 
an enterprise fund.  The four programs are Water, Sewer, Storm Drainage, and Solid Waste. 
             
The projected 2007-2012 City Utilities Capital Improvement Program (CIP) totals $103 million.  The 
five-year program includes construction costs for the continued improvements and rehabilitation of the 
Combined Sewer System (CSS) as outlined in the CSS Improvement Project, which began in 1995 and 
was projected to cost approximately $132 million.  The 2007-2012 five-year program also contains 
$22.9 million of the estimated $300 million construction costs for the residential water meter installation 
program mandated by state law.   
 
The FY2007/08 City Utilities Capital Improvement Program budget totals $23.7 million.  The projects in 
the City Utilities Capital Improvement Program were selected using an asset management approach to 
systematically address infrastructure criticality, condition assessment, life cycle costing, and prioritized 
replacement timetables. 
 
Projects in the City Utilities Capital Improvement Program are consistent with the City's General Plan.  
The projects often involve upgrades to or replacement of existing facilities.  Other projects involve 
additions or extensions of existing facilities in response to ongoing development, which is compatible 
with the General Plan. 
 
The projects in the FY2007/08 City Utilities Capital Improvement Program budget are projects for which 
the scope is clearly defined and the design work can be performed within a reasonable time period by 
existing engineering staff.  The out-year projects have been selected in accordance with the 
prioritization process described above.  The overall goal for infrastructure construction projects is to 
design and construct each project within a maximum time period of three years. 
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The following graph shows the distribution of the FY2007/08 City Utilities Capital Program budget 
among the four funds.  The total amount programmed is $23.3 million.

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WATER (Fund 413) 
 
The Water Enterprise Fund supports both the capital and operating costs of providing potable water 
throughout the City, including production, treatment, storage, and distribution systems.  Revenues are 
generated primarily from user fees.  In addition, the fund generates resources from system connection 
fees and development fees, which are used for system improvements necessitated by growth. 
 
 
PROGRAM GOALS 
 
The Department of Utilities established the following goals for implementation of the Water Fund 
Capital Improvement Program: 
 
• Provide a reliable supply of high quality drinking water to City residents and businesses. 
• Ensure that water production and treatment complies with all state and federal regulations. 
• Ensure that expansion of the water treatment plant capacity, storage, and distribution systems 

meets present and future needs and conforms to the City's General Plan. 
• Upgrade or replace existing water treatment, storage, and distribution systems in conformance with 

water system master plans. 
• Increase reliability and reduce maintenance costs by upgrading or replacing inadequate or 

deteriorated systems. 
    
 
PROJECT SELECTION CRITERIA 
 
The Department of Utilities adopted the following criteria for initiating a capital improvement project in 
the Water Fund: 
 

1. Required by health, safety, or regulatory requirement. 

2. Reduce maintenance costs. 

3. Maintain existing facilities. 

4. Replace existing facilities. 

5. Meet demands of increased growth. 

6. Costs offset by grants or other revenue. 

 
By measuring any approved project against these criteria, the Department directs its resources to those 
projects most cost-beneficial to the residents and businesses of the City.

OVERVIEW 
 
The focus of the Water Capital Improvement Program over the next five years will be on rehabilitating 
or replacing critical infrastructure, constructing transmission mains and reservoirs for new development 
and wholesale customers within the City place of use, and beginning the City’s water meter retrofit 
program.  The City’s water master plan was recently updated to reflect future growth within the 
proposed sphere of influence, wholesaling surface water to districts within the City’s place of use, and a 
new treatment plant on the Sacramento River in the North Natomas area. 
 
HIGHLIGHT MAJOR PROJECTS FOR FISCAL YEAR 2007/08 
 
Two of the largest water projects for FY2007/08 include: 
 
• FWTP Mechanical Dewatering (PN: ZL31):  To complete the construction of a mechanical sludge 

dewatering system at the E.A. Fairbairn Water Treatment Plant. 
 
• Jibboom Street Riveted Steel Transmission Main Replacement from Sacramento River Water 

Treatment Plant to the intersection of I Street and 5th (PN: ZL46):  To continue replacement of old 
deteriorated riveted steel mains in the downtown area.  

 
OPERATING BUDGET IMPACT 
 
Water transmission main, distribution system rehabilitation, and water production capital projects 
generally do not increase operating costs.  Operating costs will increase at the water treatment facilities 
when water production increases as the result of the water plant expansion projects. 
 
ASSET MANAGEMENT 
 
The need to renew areas of the water system due to age and deterioration is of great importance to the 
City in order to maintain a reliable and high quality water supply.   Many of the larger water main 
located in the downtown area are beyond their useful life.   The aging water system including pipelines, 
services, reservoirs, wells, and treatment plants has been more difficult to maintain as the infrastructure 
ages.   To address this, the capital improvement program is utilizing an asset management process to 
systematically address the replacement timetable.           
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MASTER PLANNING 
 
The master planning goal of the Department of Utilities is to provide a healthful, reliable water system 
that will meet the needs of a growing community and satisfy all state and federal regulations.  Meeting 
this goal requires improvement of existing facilities and development of new facilities. The 
improvements and new facilities will be designed according to the following specific criteria: 
 

• During maximum water demand days at peak hours, the operating or "residual" pressure at all 
water connections will be at least 30 pounds per square inch (psi). 

• During a maximum water demand day, considering the average demand plus fire flow, the 
operating or "residual" pressure available in the area for fire protection will not be less than 20 
pounds per square inch (psi). 

• All state and federal drinking water regulations will be met. 
• Within the water system, there will be a minimum storage volume equal to 20 percent of the 

discharge on a day of maximum water demand. 
 
In an attempt to attain these water system goals, the City has updated its Water Distribution System 
Master Plan to assist in planning, financing, constructing, and operating the water transmission and 
distribution system.  The distribution system network has been analyzed to identify existing system 
deficiencies and determine future distribution requirements.  Future capital improvements, such as 
transmission mains and storage reservoirs, have been mapped and prioritized.   In addition to the 
master plan, the Department is involved in a regional feasibility study and Environmental Impact Report 
(EIR)/Environmental Impact Study (EIS) called the Sacramento River Reliability Study.  This study will 
evaluate a future surface water diversion off the Sacramento River that will be consistent with the Water 
Forum Agreement. 
 
The City is actively involved in the Regional Water Authority, Sacramento Groundwater Authority, and 
Water Forum Successor Effort.  The City has participated for more than twelve years in the Sacramento 
Water Forum to develop a regional water master plan.  This effort resulted in the adoption of the Water 
Forum Agreement by the Mayor and City Council in November 1999.  The approved Capital 
Improvement Program reflects elements of the Water Forum Agreement, particularly the water 
conservation element. 
 
WATER ISSUES 
 
The City must continue to expand its water diversion and treatment capacity to meet regulatory 
requirements and increased future demands projected to occur within the City's sphere of influence and 
authorized place of use.  Additional demand for treated water outside the City's authorized place of use 
will also be generated as a result of existing and future wholesale and wheeling agreements. 
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SEWER (Fund 414) 
 
The Sewer Enterprise Fund provides for the maintenance, repair, and replacement of facilities for 
collecting, conveying and pumping sanitary and combined sewage to the interceptor sewers of the 
Sacramento Regional County Sanitation District.  User fees finance both operating costs and capital 
improvements. 
 
PROGRAM GOALS 
 
The Department of Utilities established the following goals for implementation of the Sewer Fund 
Capital Improvement Program: 
 
• Provide for the safe and reliable collection and conveyance of wastewater. 
• Ensure that the sewer collection and conveyance systems comply with all state and federal 

regulations. 
• Ensure that expansion and extension of the sewer collection and pumping systems conform to the 

City's General Plan. 
• Upgrade or replace existing sewer collection and pumping systems in conformance with sewer 

system master plans. 
• Increase reliability and reduce maintenance costs by upgrading or replacing inadequate or 

deteriorated systems. 
 
PROJECT SELECTION CRITERIA 
 
The Department of Utilities adopted the following criteria for initiating a capital improvement project in 
the Sewer Fund: 
 
 1. Required by health, safety, or regulatory requirement. 

 2. Reduce maintenance costs. 

 3. Maintain existing facilities. 

 4. Replace existing facilities. 

 5. Meet demands of increased growth. 

 6. Costs offset by grants or other revenue. 

 
By measuring any approved project against these criteria, the Department directs its resources to those 
projects most cost-beneficial to the residents and businesses of the City.

OVERVIEW 
 
The increasing age of the sewer infrastructure, especially in the combined system, remains a focus of 
the Sewer Capital Improvement Program.  The restrictions on raising drainage rates due to the 
passage of Proposition 218 is a factor that reduces the rehabilitation and improvement projects in the 
combined system since, in the past, these projects were partially funded by the Storm Drainage Fund.  
Since much of the combined system infrastructure is original (some more than 100 years old), its 
performance and reliability has been reduced due to wear and tear, thereby increasing the amount of 
maintenance effort.  Other portions of the system, particularly areas of North Sacramento, also require 
increasing amounts of rehabilitation due to age.  In the Pocket Area and other low lying regions, 
infiltration and inflow of rainfall and groundwater into the sewer pipes cause excess flows in the pipes 
and is another focus of concern.  Finally, there is increasing scrutiny from regulators including EPA and 
the State Water Quality Control Board that is likely to result in new requirements including capacity 
analysis, greater closed circuit television inspection, and more spending. 
 
HIGHLIGHT MAJOR PROJECTS FOR FISCAL YEAR 2007/08 
            
Sewer projects receiving new or additional significant funding in FY2007/08 are: 
 
• Fremont Area Sewer Rehab (XN59) -   This project will rehab several of the combined sewer 

mains that lie in streets and backyard easements.  These pipes have degraded joints and are 
surrounded by sandy soil and high groundwater.  They have experienced sinkholes in the past, so 
rehabilitating the pipes by installing internal liners will protect the integrity of the sewer system, 
overlying private property, and the streets.   

 
• 11th Street Sewer Replacement, O/P to Q/R (XN50) – Funds in this existing project (XN50) will be 

augmented by $500,000 to increase the extent of the project to R Street.  In addition, the pipe size 
will be significantly increased to address flooding in the area. 

 
• Condition Assessment of Large Pipe (XJ16) – This project consists of continuing the effort to 

examine the large, critical pipelines in the sewer system.  Due to the difficulty of access, many 
have not been examined for many years and it is essential to ensure continued sewer service that 
adequate condition be ensured for these critical pipelines. 

     
• CWTP MCCE Replacement (XN47) - The electrical equipment at the Combined Wastewater 

Treatment Plant (CWTP) is antiquated and needs replacement. CWTP is one of two combined 
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wastewater treatment plants that treats combined sewage up to 130 million gallons per day prior to 
discharge to the Sacramento River.  Without reliable electrical equipment, this critical facility could 
fail to operate, resulting in non-permitted discharges of untreated combined wastewater to the 
Sacramento River and violations of the City’s National Pollution Discharge Elimination System 
(NPDES) permit for operating the Combined Sewer System. 

 
OPERATING BUDGET IMPACT 
 
Sewer system improvements and replacement or rehabilitation of sewer conveyance pipes, sewer 
pumps, and other facilities have no measurable operating budget impact.  The effect of these projects 
is to reduce maintenance efforts in problematic portions of the system and to reallocate resources to 
other locations. 
 
MASTER PLANNING 
 
Master planning studies identify deficiencies in the sewer and combined systems and prioritize 
rehabilitation and replacement needs.  Master planning also identifies new facilities and mitigation 
required by development projects that add flows to the system.  The master planning goal of the 
Department of Utilities is to provide a reliable sewer collection system that will meet the needs of the 
community, prevent sanitary sewer overflows, and effectively convey wastewater to the County's 
regional sewer interceptors.  Meeting this goal will require rehabilitation and improvements to existing 
facilities and development of new facilities, which will be designed to handle both the peak sewage 
flows as well as infiltration flows.   Flow monitoring is done to measure flows at critical locations in pipes 
and to establish rainfall to infiltration/inflow (I to I) relationships.  Observation of the system by closed 
circuit television of the pipes and direct visual inspection of manholes is also used to identify defects 
and relative quantity of non-sewage water in the pipes.  In addition, a new Waste Discharge 
Requirement currently being proposed by the State Water Quality Control Board, requires a 
comprehensive capacity assurance plan for the entire separated sewer system.  
 
ASSET MANAGEMENT 
 
The need to renew areas of the sewer system due to age and deterioration is becoming of greater 
importance.  Much of the City, especially in the combined system, is served by a sewer system that is 
beyond its useful life.  Aging sewer system components such as pipelines, sewer services, and 
electrical equipment have become difficult to maintain, and level of service has been reduced at times.  
To address this, the capital improvement program is utilizing an asset management process to 
systematically address the replacement timetable. 
 
SEWER ISSUES 
 
COMBINED SEWER SYSTEM PROJECT: The City of Sacramento’s Combined Sewer System (CSS) 
is the portion of the City’s sewer system that conveys both sanitary sewage and storm water in the 
same pipelines.  The CSS encompasses approximately 7,500 acres of the Downtown, East 
Sacramento, and Land Park areas.  An additional area of approximately 3,700 acres encompassing the 
River Park, California State University, and far eastern Sacramento areas contribute only sanitary 
sewage flows to the CSS. The City discontinued the practice of building combined sanitary sewage and 
storm water sewer systems in 1946 except for infill development within the existing combined system. 
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The City initiated a comprehensive CSS Improvement Plan in July 1995 after extensive studies, which 
were instigated subsequent to a Cease and Desist Order issued to the City in June 1990.   The Cease 
and Desist Order required the City to eliminate outflows to the City streets and non-permitted combined 
sewer overflows (CSOs) to the Sacramento River from the CSS.  To satisfy the Cease and Desist 
Order, the City submitted to the Regional Water Quality Control Board (RWQCB) in July 1995 a CSS 
Improvement Plan that would reduce outflows and flooding throughout the CSS service area and 
reduce CSOs to the Sacramento River.   
 
The initial phase of the CSS Improvement Plan, currently underway, is estimated to cost $132 million.  
Most of the large projects have been completed, including: Sump 2 Improvement, Sump 1/1A and 
Pioneer Reservoir Improvements, 42nd Street Storage, UC Davis Medical Center, Tahoe Broadway 
Parallel Sewer, Land Park Relief, and others.  Planning efforts and preliminary engineering have 
commenced for the following improvements to the CSS: 
 

• Underground storage at the old Union Pacific Railroad yard near Sacramento City College 
• Improvements to the Combined Wastewater Treatment Plant on 35th Avenue. 
• Underground storage or other improvements in the 65th Street and Oak Park areas. 
• Rehabilitation of various portions of the collection system. 
• Increasing the size of a network of CSS interceptors in the downtown area, primarily in 5th 

Street, 7th Street, S Street, and L Street.  
  
City staff has obtained additional funding for the CSS Improvement Program from several sources, 
including $10.5 million in federal grants and $53 million in low-interest loans from the State Revolving 
Fund administered by the State Water Resources Control Board. 
 
The current CIP budget includes a new project “Combined System Improvement Plan Update” that will 
initiate work on an updated and more precise computer model of the system and commence work on a 
new plan to guide future improvement projects.  
 
INFILTRATION AND INFLOW 
 
More focused planning efforts have been initiated recently to address the need to reduce infiltration and 
inflow, especially in low-lying areas close to the Sacramento River.  These planning efforts include flow 
monitoring during both the rainy season and the summer and fall, and visual inspection of manholes.  
As a member of the Sacramento County Regional Sanitation District, the City is cooperating in a 
regional effort to reduce infrastructure and inflow in order to reduce the need for the District to construct 
more interceptors and treatment capacity. 
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SOLID WASTE (Fund 415) 
  
The Solid Waste Fund is an enterprise fund that is financially responsible for the operation and 
maintenance of the City's refuse collection and disposal services and related capital improvement 
projects.  Services generally include the collection of garbage, garden refuse, and recycling, as well as 
street sweeping and a variety of related community service programs (intra-City services).  Revenues 
are generated from fees charged for service.  Solid Waste funds are also used to finance landfill site 
post-closure expenses including the Landfill Site Closure capital improvement project, as required by 
state law.   
 
PROGRAM GOALS 
 
The Solid Waste Division established the following goals for implementation of the Solid Waste Fund 
capital improvement program: 
 
• Provide for safe and environmentally sound landfill closure and maintenance including groundwater 

remediation, landfill gas control, and landfill maintenance. 
• Provide a portion of funds for cross-departmental projects. 
• Provide for cost-effective collection and transport of solid waste through equipment purchase. 
 
PROJECT SELECTION CRITERIA 
 
The Solid Waste Division adopted the following criteria for initiating a capital improvement project in the 
Solid Waste Fund: 
 

 1. Helps meet and/or is required by state and federal law. 

 2. Meets demand of increased growth and/or equipment and technology requirements. 

 3. Offset by user fees. 

 
OPERATING BUDGET IMPACT 
 
The FY2007/08 Solid Waste Capital Improvement Program budget contains funding for the closure of 
the old landfill in the amount of $217,000.  The five year program includes funding for the old landfill 
project each year and also includes funding in an existing project for new equipment necessary to add 
new routes due to the significant growth in the North area.  Any vehicles added result in increases to 
fuel and maintenance costs in the operating budget. 
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STORM DRAINAGE (Fund 425) 
 
The Storm Drainage Enterprise Fund supports the operations, maintenance, repair, and rehabilitation of 
the storm drainage system.  This system consists of in-ground pipes, 90 storm drainage pumping 
stations, ditches, channels, and secondary levees.  Revenues are generated primarily by user fees. 
 
PROGRAM GOALS 
 
The Department of Utilities established the following goals for implementation of the Storm Drainage 
Fund Capital Improvement Program: 
 
• Provide for the safe and reliable collection and conveyance of storm water runoff. 
• Prevent streets from flooding higher than the top of the curb during 10-year return storms and 

prevent flooding of structures during 100-year return storms at complete build out in each drainage 
basin. 

• Ensure the storm drainage collection system complies with all government regulations. 
• Ensure that expansion of the storm drainage collection and pumping systems conforms to the City's 

General Plan. 
• Upgrade or replace existing storm drainage collection and pumping systems in conformance with 

storm drainage master plans. 
• Increase reliability and reduce maintenance costs by upgrading or replacing inadequate or 

deteriorated systems.

OVERVIEW 
 
The effect of Proposition 218, which requires that drainage rate increases be approved by a vote and 
the ever-increasing cost of regulatory compliance (now about 50% of the capital improvement program) 
continues to have a serious impact on the capital improvement program such that, if this trend 
continues there will be little funding available next fiscal year for capital projects in drainage, including 
maintaining function in the present system. 
 
HIGHLIGHT MAJOR PROJECTS FOR FISCAL YEAR 2007/08 
           
Storm Drainage projects being funded in FY2007/08 are: 
 
• Sumps 157, 101, 19, and 65 Electrical Rehabilitation (WN61, WN96, WP01 and WP06): These 

projects involve replacement of original electrical equipment at each of these Storm Drainage 
pumping stations.  The electrical equipment at these three facilities is more than 40 years old, is 
difficult to maintain, and parts are difficult to find.  A major portion of the proposed capital budget 
is assigned to these projects because, if the power fails at the Robla/Del Paso Heights, North 
Sacramento, East Sacramento, and Fairgrounds, Colonial Heights stations, and portions of South 
Land Park, the entire drainage basin system may be flooded. 

 
• Sumps 112, 94, and 51 Electrical Rehabilitation - Design (WP16, WP21, and WP26): We will 

design the replacement of antiquated electrical systems for future construction. 
 
• Variable Frequency Drives (VFD) Replacement (WP11): This project consists of replacing existing 

pump controllers which are subject to frequent starting and stopping, to eliminate excess wear, to 
reduce maintenance, and to cause more efficient operation of pump stations to prevent flooding. 

  
• Master Plan Basin 152 (WP41): Basin 152, including Cal Expo, Arden Fair and Swanston Estates 

is a high priority basin subject to periodic flooding.  Master planning will identify inadequate 
infrastructure, the extent of flooding and alternative projects to mitigate flooding. 

 
• Sumps 157 Automatic Trash Racks (WN91): This pump station serves the largest drainage basin 

in the City (Robla, Raley and Del Paso Heights neighborhoods).  The station has trash racks that 
are difficult to maintain and unlimber of debris. Clogged trash racks can result in extensive 
flooding.  This project will design and construct the replacement of antiquated trash racks with 
fully mechanized trash racks to help ensure that the sump continues to operate during a storm. 
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North Sacramento Rural Drainage Design (WP31): In rural portions of North Sacramento 
properties are protected from flooding by roadside ditches.  Some of these are located on private 
property and require obtaining permission form owners to properly maintain them.  The purpose of 
this small project is to provide seed money to obtain permanent easements for maintenance to 
better maintain ditches and prevent flooding. 

 
•  Line Pocket Canal Phase 2 (WP36): The first phase of this project was completed in 2005 to line 

the Pocket Canal from Pocket Road to Rush River Drive.  The water in the canal has been 
maintained at a higher level to avoid odors during the warm summer months in response to many 
complaints from adjacent residents.  Extensive erosion and sloughing of the canal sides has 
occurred due to the higher water levels.  The project is to extend the shotcrete lining up above the 
new water level and landscape the remaining soil area with a drought tolerant Coyote brush.  The 
project will complete the design and construct the next phase. 

 
 
OPERATING BUDGET IMPACT 
 
The replacement or rehabilitation of storm drainage pipes, electrical facilities, sump pumps, and other 
facilities greatly reduces excessive storm water collection maintenance or plant services maintenance 
at the replaced or rehabilitated facilities.  This allows the reallocation of resources to other infrastructure 
repair projects. 
 
ASSET MANAGEMENT 
 
With limited drainage funding available for capital improvements and a large number of project needs, it 
is necessary to prioritize.  All projects have been processed through a filter and weighted using asset 
management principles according to the following factors: probabilities of failure, consequence of 
failure, maintenance impact, cross department/agency benefit, and code/SMUD violation. The projects 
included in our proposed CIP program are those that attained high scores.   
 
MASTER PLANNING 
 
The master planning goal of the Department of Utilities is to provide a safe, reliable drainage system 
that will meet the needs of a growing community.  To meet this goal, improvements to existing facilities 
within each drainage basin will be sized so that the 10-year water surface will not rise above the top of 
the curb and the 100-year water surface will not rise above the first floor of any structure.  For new 
drainage systems, the drainage facilities will be designed so that the 10-year water surface will be 6 
inches below the drainage inlets and the 100-year water surface will be 12 inches below the first floor of 
any structure.  
             
In past storm events there have been areas with inadequate drainage systems where floodwaters have 
inundated streets, invaded homes, or garages, and other areas where, due to loss of electrical power, 
homes were flooded.  The master planning program identifies these areas and responds to these 
concerns in a cohesive, organized manner. The planning efforts of the Department of Utilities for the 
storm drainage capital improvement program have been detailed in the "Utility Infrastructure Report," 
November 1995, presented to the City Council in January 1996 and recently updated in January 2006. 
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Master plans have been completed for all the A (highest) priority basins, save one, and for a number of 
B priority and C priority basins where problem areas have been identified based on flooding and 
subsequent analysis.  Drainage areas in North Sacramento, Hollywood Park, Franklin Boulevard, River 
Park, Valley Hi, Hagginwood, Woodlake/Ben Ali, 65th Street, Colonial Village, McClellan Heights, 
Campus Commons, Golf Course Terrace, Robla, Del Paso Heights, Strawberry Manor and others have 
received master planning efforts over the past few years. These master plans have identified and 
prioritized needed improvements, including detention facilities, increased pump station capacities, and 
enlarged pipes.  These improvements will be scheduled in accordance with priorities and available 
funding for design and construction.  Some improvements recommended by previous master planning 
efforts are reflected in the already approved capital improvement program.
